ITEM 1
PUBLIC COMMENT
Ernie Senecal with FAA stated that he was attending the meeting to learn more about the progress of the fencing project. He also expressed a concern regarding the overflow parking and would like to see something done to increase the parking availability. 
ITEM 2
APPROVAL OF APRIL 12, 2012 MINUTES
Charlie Robinson moved to approve the April 12, 2012 Airport Advisory Board minutes. Mike Scheiman seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.
ITEM 3
LEASE REVIEW
Kent Scott gave the board members some brief background of the auction, the land in which he is currently renting and the land which he would like to obtain. Charlie Robinson asked if Kent wants just one area of the proposed land or both areas. Kent Scott replied that he would like to have both areas if possible. Ed Fischer inquired about what is currently on the land that had been proposed for rent.  Located on the 4.25 acres of land directly west of the currently rented land is pasture land that is leased out until 2015 and the 2 acres that is southwest isn’t currently being used. Mike Scheiman stated that he doesn’t mind Scott Auction using the land directly north of his house, however, it does get really dusty when it is being used, so therefore he would prefer them to use the 4.25 acres west of the auction land. Ed Fischer asked what would have to happen in order to break the current lease on the 4.25 acres of land. Rachelle Powell said that she would prefer not to break the current lease and instead wait until 2015, when it expires, to rebid that section of the land. Marlo Miller stated that the leased land is not currently a viable option. Mike Scheiman moved to recommend renting the 2 acres of land for $100 per day of usage. This would keep the current annual land lease at $1,500 but amend a $100 land usage fee for each day the additional 2 acres are used. Charlie Robinson seconded the motion. The motion was passed unanimously. 
ITEM 4
DIRECTOR’S REPORT
AIP Projects

Ed Fischer questioned as to how high deer can jump and if they will be able to make it over the fence that is currently being installed. Deer have been known to jump higher than 10 feet; however, the fence is being built per FAA specifications. Marlo Miller asked if the gated areas will also include an underground skirt. The skirt will also be included in the gated areas. Charlie Robinson wondered what all phase II of the fencing project would consist of. Phase II will include replacing all of the landside fence. 
CIP Projects

Mike Scheiman wondered if the engineers have come up with a complete parking lot expansion plan. Rachelle Powell stated that since the expansion is on a bond, the entire parking lot project should be able to be completed at the same time, instead of the initially proposed sections. Ed Fischer wondered if the new Scott Auction 2 acres parking could be also be paved, so that way it can also be used as overflow parking. 
Miscellaneous
Ed Fischer notified the board that the new pilot course at the college is a go and would like to find out what the Cimarron flight instructor’s name is so that he can contact him about the program. Mike Scheiman stated that the airport should start advertising the flight training on Channel 8, Facebook, etc.

MONTHLY REPORTS
Charlie Robinson is amazed at the number of people that were flying into Manhattan when he flew GCK – DFW. He wondered what ever happened to the possibility of getting Allegiant in GCK to provide flights to Las Vegas. Rachelle Powell said that she would prefer to wait until American Eagle can become better established before pushing to expand to more airlines. Charlie Robinson also inquired about the effect of the new airline on Dodge City’s enplanements. Dodge City’s enplanements have also actually increased since the new airline took over, by 250 passengers. Mike Scheiman informed the board that the effect of the new airline on the tower is that they are losing 10 operation counts per day; however, he is happy to see the enplanements increase as they have been doing.
