Ed Fischer questioned as to how hard it would be to move the access road project up on the list. Rachelle Powell responded that it would be difficult, because all of the airside projects would have to be finished in order to use the money for a landside project.

AIP Projects
Darin Germann asked if during the apron lighting project, if there is going to be a light placed on top of Saker that points to the North. No, a light on top of the Saker building is not included in the plan’s specifications. Ken Fry stated that, at night, it is pitch dark North of Saker.
