ITEM 1
PUBLIC COMMENT

ITEM 2
APPROVAL OF September 13, 2012 MINUTES
Bill Jones moved to approve the August 9, 2012 Airport Advisory Board minutes. Ken Fry seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.
ITEM 3
LEASE REVIEW
Derek Barr reviewed the given information with the Airport Advisory Board. Derek Barr informed the Airport Advisory Board that Enterprise and Hertz had already agreed to renew their contracts, and Rent-a-Wreck was going to let their lease expire. Ed Fischer asked what will happen with Rent-a-Wreck old spot. Derek Barr informed him that the spot would become the airports spot to use for passenger parking. Staff recommendation was to automatically renew the remaining leases discussed. Bill Jones made a motion for the automatic renewal of the leases. Darin Germann seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.
ITEM 4
AAB MEMBER TERMS
Ed Fischer’s term on the Airport Advisory Board expires on 12/31/2012. Derek Barr asked Mr. Fischer for his intentions as to whether or not he would like to renew for a second term on the Airport Advisory Board. Mr. Fischer stated that he would like to renew for a second term. Ed Fischer made a motion to renew himself for a second term with the Airport Advisory Board. Bill Jones seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.
ITEM 5
DIRECTORS REPORT
Wildlife Fence Phase II
Ed Fischer inquired about the new gates and whether or not the gates would have codes on them. Derek Barr informed him that each gate would have a key pad and that anyone who wants access to the airfield would need a code to gain access to the airfield. Bill Jones inquired as to how the gates open from the inside of the fence. Derek Barr informed him that there was a loop that was cut into the concrete to detect vehicles that were at the gates. 

Apron Lighting
Darin Germann stated that there needs to be a light on the north end of the ramp and that it is very dark on the north end when the sun goes down. Ken Fry agreed with Darin Germann that there needs to be more lighting on the north end of the ramp and would like to see the airport do some investigation into what could be done to fix the problem. Darin Germann also informed Derek Barr that the lights on the east side of the T-Hangers are not functioning properly and that they need to be looked at. Derek Barr informed Darin Germann that he would contact the city electric department to see if they could come out and fix the T-Hanger lighting.
Miscellaneous

Derek Barr informed the Airport Advisory Board that the airport had received a Letter of Correction from the FAA concerning the airports annual FAA Part 139 inspection. Derek Barr informed the Airport Advisory Board that the discrepancy had been found during the ARFF inspection. Bill Jones inquired as to who is in charge of the ARFF department. Derek Barr informed him that Rick Collins was at the airport during the FAA inspection and the Fire Chief Allan Shelton oversees the program. Darin Germann stated that he was surprised that the discrepancy didn’t result in a fine. Charlie Robinson stated that he was surprised that they did not take the FAA inspection more seriously.
ITEM 6
MONTHLY REPORTS
Darin Germann informed the Airport Advisory Board that he had talked with Kevin Romero from Trego/Dugan about the airports load factors. Kevin had informed Darin that the airport was operating at a 67.7% load factor. Darin also informed the Airport Advisory Board that Manhattan’s Airport was operating at a 70.4% load factor. Bill Jones stated that he had talked with Rich Taylor from Office Solutions and that Rich was very happy with the new air service. Charlie Robinson stated that you could book a ticket from Garden City to New York for $330 round trip, which he thought was a great deal. Charlie Robinson also inquired if the service had seen any disruptions with the recent maintenance issues that American Airlines had been experiencing. Derek Barr informed the Airport Advisory Board that so far the airport hasn’t seen any problems with the maintenance issues.
