General Fund 

General Fund Revenues collected through March were $5,931,864. The March revenues

represent 29.84% of the total revenues expected in the General Fund. Property tax distribution

was 59.33% for the second of five payments in 2014.

General Fund Expenses are at 28.45% of the total expenditures expected in the General Fund. 

Selected Revenues 

■City Sales Tax—Ahead by $33,493 compared to March 2013 year to date collections,            

2.24% ahead of 2013 for the three months ended.  

■County Sales Tax— Collections for the three months ended are ahead of 2013 by $27,556 or          

3.16%.

■Franchise Tax—Budget estimates for 2014 remain approximately the same as 2013.  Franchise 

fees are slightly higher than 2013 with the exception of telephone.                                                          

■Building Permits—Budget estimates for 2014 are based on 2013 revenues.  Receipts are higher 

than this period in 2013.

■Municipal Court Fines—Budget estimates are slightly higher than 2013 budget and collections 

through March were behind 2013.

Utility Funds 

A summary of Utility Fund revenue performance is outlined below: 

■Electric revenues – revised budget at $28,445,750 for 2014 were $7,348,375 through

three months or 25.83% of budget. 

A main expense is Wholesale Electric in the Utility Fund. The 2014 revised budget for wholesale

electric is $19,212,000. The wholesale electric expense for March was not available at this

printing.

TRANSPORTATION DEPARTMENT REPORT FOR MARCH, 2014 

 
Even with the wind and cold that blew through in March, the City Link ridership rose 

significantly with 6,479 rides in March compared to February’s 4,870 rides. The daily average 
went from 270 in February to 309 in March. This includes the Airport Shuttle which provided 
368 rides to and from the Garden City Regional Airport. The Mini Bus ridership was also up by 
almost 400 with 1,326 door to door rides. The daily average also rose from 53 to 64. Spring 
break was busy with the Youth Go Free. Blue Route had 32 people on the bus at one time. 

 We provided dispatching for Dodge City’s scheduled door to door bus service for 1,900 
rides compared to1,542 rides in February. Their daily average rose from 82 to 91.  

We really struggled with our internet last month. The week of the 27th we had no internet. 
Without internet we could not sell Beeline/Greyhound tickets beyond Pueblo and Wichita since 
the price fluctuates daily. This resulted in a significant loss of revenue. With Clay’s help we were 
finally able to hook our computers up to the WiFi Hot Spots on two of our cell phones with USB 
adapters until the county was able to get the internet fixed. Some days it is still very slow. 

Marcy and I attended an on-line teleconference on Route Match, the new computer aided 
dispatch software that KDOT is looking at purchasing for the centralized dispatch locations. The 
cost is more than we had originally been budgeting for the current system of Trapeze and as new 
agencies are brought under our umbrella the cost goes up for each vehicle added.  

I voiced this concern at the CTD/Regional Transportation meeting that KDOT hosted in 
Dodge City last month. This combined with no additional operating or administration funding 
from KDOT, even though our costs have gone up due to adding the dispatch for Dodge City, will 
make it tough for our city and county to agree to add any additional providers under our dispatch 
center. KDOT agreed to re-visit our grant funding for next fiscal year to see if they can amend it. 

Curt repaired the eye wash station, repaired the loose water faucet in the women’s 
restroom in the FIT Center, replaced the outside light on the Northeast side and the middle South 
outside light on our building. He also repaired 3 chairs for the Senior Center.  

For those of you who get the Chamber of Commerce newsletter you will see a two sided 
insert in it next month. One side advertises the Airport Shuttle. There are still many people who 
do not realize they can schedule a City Link bus to pick them up at their home to get a ride 
to/from the airport for just $5.00 each way. The other side has information about the Mini Bus 
Door to Door bus service. We find that until someone needs the bus service they don’t even 
realize it exists so it is important to keep putting the information out there to people.

Tarra has been working on organizing the 
zoo's Eggstravaganza.  Whitney started giraffe feedings, attended an EcoMeet wrap-up session in Great Bend, and has 
been working with volunteers on animal handling refreshers.  Misty shifted focus to Earth Day preparation and started 
organizing volunteers for "Wild Wednesday" gate coverage, which starts on April 2nd.   
 
MAINTENANCE DIVISION 
More time was spent on the demolition of COA, and water and power are off in that area. Maintenance has been taking 
debris from the dumpster area at the shop for disposal and recycling. We sent one employee to the KDHE/KOR meeting 
in Topeka to do a presentation about our composting operation and equipment we use. We built and installed a folding 
bench in the south jaguar stall that can be used or folded down to do vet procedures. Secondary confinement doors were 
built and installed in the magpie and tragopan exhibit. Maintenance installed a fence around the exit gate operator, 
programed front and back gate codes, and put up gate directional signs. Some sprinklers are now on and we have started 
up the waterfall and are fine-tuning the wetlands.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF GARDEN CITY, KANSAS, 

AUTHORIZING ISSUANCE OF THE CITY’S GENERAL OBLIGATION TAX 

INCREMENT BONDS, SERIES A, 2014, IN THE PRINCIPAL AMOUNT OF 

$10,750,000, PROVIDING FOR THE LEVY AND COLLECTION OF AN 

ANNUAL TAX FOR THE PURPOSE OF PAYING THE PRINCIPAL OF AND 

INTEREST ON THE BONDS; AUTHORIZING RELATED DOCUMENTS 

AND ACTS; AND MAKING CERTAIN COVENANTS WITH RESPECT TO 

THE BONDS. 

 

WHEREAS, the governing body of the City of Garden City, Kansas (the “City”), under

certain improvements within the Redevelopment District and to issue full faith and credit tax 

increment bonds for the purpose of paying the cost of such improvements; and 

 

WHEREAS, pursuant to the Tax Increment Act the City called a public hearing on the 

advisability of undertaking a redevelopment project plan within the Redevelopment District (the 

“Project Plan”) and the financing of costs of the Project Plan through issuing full faith and credit 

tax increment bonds; and 

 

WHEREAS, a public hearing was held on June 5, 2012, after notice as required by the 

Tax Increment Act, the public hearing was closed and the governing body of the City passed 

Ordinance No. 2552-2012 approving the Project Plan (the “Redevelopment Improvements”) and 

approving the issuance of full faith and credit bonds tax increment bonds under the Tax 

Increment Act provided no protest requiring the issuance of such bonds be submitted to an 

election is filed with the City, and 

 

WHEREAS, no protest petition was filed requiring that issuance of full faith and credit 

tax increment bonds be submitted to an election; and 

 

WHEREAS, the City determines that the cost of implementing the Project Plan payable 

from the City’s full faith and credit tax increment bonds issued under the Tax Increment Act is 

$7,095,000; and 

 

WHEREAS, the City, under the authority of K.S.A. 12-685 et seq. and K.S.A. 12-617 

and 12-618, K.S.A. 65-162a et seq., particularly 65-13d through 65-163u, and Article 12, § 5 of

the Kansas Constitution, all as amended and supplemented (collectively, the “Project Act”), has 

authorized and made or will make the following improvements (the “Improvements”) in the 

City: 

 

A. Construction of sanitary sewer lines and related facilities, as authorized by 

Ordinance No. 2548-2012 at a total cost of $155,500.00, plus interest costs of temporary 

financing and costs of issuing bonds and notes;  

 

B. Construction of acquiring and construct water services lines and related 

facilities, as authorized by Ordinance No. 2548-2012 at a total cost of $240,670.00, plus 

interest costs of temporary financing and costs of issuing bonds and notes 

 

C. Construction of construct and install improvements to the City’s electric 

transmission utility, as authorized by Ordinance No. 2548-2012 at a total cost of 

$672,897.00, plus interest costs of temporary financing and costs of issuing bonds and 

notes; 

 

D. Construction of the following main trafficway improvements (1) the 

construction of an intersection and all related improvements at Schulman Avenue and 

US-50/83/400 Bypass, (2) the reconstruction and improvement of Schulman Avenue and 

all things necessary and related thereto, and (3) the reconstruction of Lareu Street and all 

things necessary and related thereto, as authorized by Resolution No. 2548-2012 at a total 

cost of $4,284,225 plus interest costs of temporary financing and costs of issuing bonds 

and notes; and 

 

WHEREAS, it is necessary to amend Ordinance No. 2548-2012 to increase the 

authorized costs of the projects described in subparagraphs A through C in the preceding 

paragraph; and 

 

WHEREAS, the City is authorized by the Tax Increment Act, the Project Act and K.S.A. 

10-101 to 10-125, inclusive, as supplemented and amended (collectively, the “Bond Act”), to 

issue its general obligation bonds for the purpose of providing financing for the unpaid costs of 

the Redevelopment Improvements and Improvements; and 

 

WHEREAS, the City body finds and determines the total City cost of the Improvements 

and the Redevelopment Improvements (collectively, the “Project”), including the costs of issuing 

the Bonds are $10,750,000 to be paid by issuance of the City’s general obligation tax increment 

bonds, as authorized by this Ordinance; and 

 

WHEREAS, the governing body determines it necessary to authorize and provide for the 

issuance of the general obligation bonds; and to specify their terms, details, form and conditions. 

 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE

Bond Ordinance  

SECTION 1. Authorization of the Bonds.  The City’s General Obligation Tax Increment 

Bonds, Series A, 2014 in the total principal amount of $10,750,000.00 (the “Bonds”) are 

authorized to be issued for the purpose of providing funds to pay a portion of the costs of the 

Project defined above. 

 

SECTION 2. Security for the Bonds.  The Bonds are general obligations of the City 

payable as to both principal and interest, in part, from certain property tax increments allocated 

to and paid into a special fund of the City as provided and in the manner described in Tax 

Increment Act and received by the City, and if, not so paid, from ad valorem taxes which may be 

levied without limitation as to rate or amount upon all the taxable tangible property, real and 

personal, in the territorial limits of the City. The balance of the Bonds are general obligations of 

the City payable as to both principal and interest from ad valorem taxes which may be levied 

without limitation as to rate or amount upon all the taxable tangible property, real and personal, 

within the territorial limits of the City. The full faith, credit and resources of the City are pledged 

to secure the payment of the principal of and the interest on the Bonds as the same severally 

become due and payable.  

 

SECTION 3. Terms, Details and Conditions of the Bonds.  The Bonds shall be dated 

and bear interest, shall mature and be payable at such times, shall be in such forms, shall be 

subject to redemption and payment prior to maturity thereof, and shall be issued and delivered in 

the manner prescribed and subject to the provisions, covenants and agreements set forth in a 

resolution hereafter adopted by the governing body of the City (the “Resolution”). 

 

SECTION 4. Designation of Paying Agent and Bond Registrar; Issuer/Agent 

Agreement. Pursuant to K.S.A. 10-620 et seq., the governing body elects to have the provisions 

of the Kansas Bond Registration Law apply to the Bonds and designates and appoints the 

Treasurer of the State of Kansas, Topeka, Kansas, as the Bond Registrar and Paying Agent for 

the bonds (the “Paying Agent”). The terms, conditions and provisions under which the Paying 

Agent will perform its duties are set forth in an Agreement between Issuer and Paying Agent 

dated as of May 1, 2014 (the “Issuer/Agent Agreement”). The form and text of the Issuer/Agent 

Agreement are approved and accepted by the governing body, and all of the covenants, duties 

and responsibilities therein to be performed by and on behalf of the City are declared the 

covenants, duties and responsibilities of the City as though fully set forth in this Ordinance. The 

Mayor and City Clerk are authorized to execute and deliver the Issuer/Agent Agreement for and 

on behalf of the City. The Issuer/Agent Agreement is incorporated in and made a part of this 

Ordinance as though fully set forth at this place; provided, publication of the Issuer/Agent 

Agreement is not required. 

 

SECTION 5. Levy and Collection of Annual Tax and Collection of Tax Increments.  

The governing body of the City covenants to and shall annually make provision for the payment 

of principal of, premium, if any, and interest on the as the same become due by levying and 

collecting the necessary taxes and/or assessments upon all of the taxable tangible property within 

the City in the manner provided by law and by collecting from the special fund established under 

the Tax Increment and containing the tax increment collected from the Redevelopment District. 
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The proceeds received from the tax increment shall be deposited into a special fund of the 

City, as provided by the Tax Increment Act and thereafter applied to purposes prescribed by the 

Tax Increment Act, including, as necessary, deposits to the Series A, 2014 Principal and Interest 

Account. 

 

The governing body of the City shall annually make provision for the payment of 

principal of, premium, if any, and interest on the Bonds as the same become due by levying and 

collecting the necessary taxes upon all of the taxable tangible property within the City in the 

manner provided by law. 

 

The taxes and/or assessments shall be extended upon the tax rolls in each of the several 

years, respectively, and shall be levied and collected at the same time and in the same manner as 

the general ad valorem taxes of the City are levied and collected, shall be used solely for the 

payment of the principal of and interest on the Bonds as and when the same become due and the 

fees and expenses of the Paying Agent.  The proceeds derived from said taxes and/or 

assessments shall be deposited in the Series 2013 Principal and Interest Account or appropriate 

subaccounts thereof, all as described in the Resolution. 

 

If at any time such taxes and/or assessments or distributions of the tax increment are not 

collected in time to pay the principal of or interest on the Bonds when due, the City Treasurer or 

Finance Director is authorized and directed to pay such principal or interest out of the general 

funds of the City and to reimburse the general funds for money so expended when the taxes 

and/or assessments or increment are collected. 

 

SECTION 6. Tax Covenants.  The governing body of the City covenants that so long as 

any of the Bonds remain outstanding and unpaid, it will not make or permit use of the proceeds 

thereof which, if such use had been reasonably expected on the date of issuance and delivery of 

the Bonds, would have caused the Bonds to be “arbitrage bonds” within the meaning of Section 

103(b)(2) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended (the “Code”); and that it will 

comply with all applicable requirements of Section 148 of the Code and the applicable rules and 

regulations of the United States Treasury Department thereunder for so long as any of the Bonds 

remain outstanding and unpaid. The governing body further covenants to take all such action in 

its power as may be required from time to time in order to ensure the continued tax-exempt 

status of the interest on the Bonds, and to comply with all provisions of the Code, as the same be 

amended, and any applicable rules and regulations of the United States Treasury Department 

issued under the Code. 

 

SECTION 7. Authorization of Official Statement; Continuing Disclosure.  The 

governing body of the City ratifies its previous approval of the form and content of the 

Preliminary Official Statement for the Bonds dated March 18, 2014 and “deems final” the 

Preliminary Official Statement, except for the omission of certain information as permitted by 

Securities and Exchange Commission Rule 15c2-12 (the “Rule”).  The City approves the form 

and content of those additions to the Preliminary Official Statement necessary to prepare the 

final Official Statement and authorizes the use of the final Official Statement (in its entirety) in 

the reoffering of the Bonds by the original purchaser of the Bonds.  The Mayor is authorized to 

execute and the City Clerk to attest the final Official Statement on behalf of the City.  Under the 
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Rule the City “deems final” the final Official Statement.  The City covenants and agrees to 

provide continuing disclosure as required by the Rule and as set forth in the Continuing 

Disclosure Undertaking attached as an appendix to the Preliminary Official Statement.  The 

Mayor is authorized to execute and the City Clerk to attest the Continuing Disclosure 

Undertaking on behalf of the City. 

 

SECTION 9. Further Authority.  The City and its officers, agents and employees are 

authorized and directed to take such actions, expend such moneys and execute such other 

documents, certificates and instruments as may be necessary or desirable in order to carry out 

and comply with this Ordinance and to give effect to the transactions described herein, including 

executing final certificates required to be included in the official Transcript of Proceedings 

relating to the authorization and issuance of the Bonds, all without further action by the 

governing body. 

 

SECTION 10. Amendment of Ordinance No. 2548-2012.  Ordinance No. 2548-2012 of 

the City, passed on May 1, 2012 and published on May 5, 2012 is amended as follows: 

 

1. The definition of “Sewer Improvements” in the third paragraph beginning with the 

word “Whereas” is amended to repeal, restate and increase the estimated cost of the 

Sewer Improvements from $155,500 to $219,000. 

 

2. The definition of “Water System Improvements” in the fifth paragraph beginning 

with the word “Whereas” is amended to repeal, restate and increase the estimated cost 

of the Water System Improvements from $240,670 to $279,000. 

 

3. The definition of “Electric System Improvements” in the sixth paragraph beginning 

with the word “Whereas” is amended to repeal, restate and increase the estimated cost 

of the Electric System Improvements from $670,897 to $712,000. 

 

The balance of Ordinance No. 2548-2012 shall remain in full force and effect. 

 

SECTION 11. Severability.  If any section, paragraph, clause or provision of this 

Ordinance is, for any reason, held invalid or unenforceable, the invalidity or unenforceability of 

such section, paragraph, clause or provision shall not affect any remaining provisions of this 

Ordinance. 

 

SECTION 12. Governing Law.  This Ordinance and the Bonds shall be governed 

exclusively by and construed in accordance with the applicable laws of the State of Kansas. 

 

SECTION 13. Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall be in force and take effect from and 

after its adoption and approval and its publication one time in the City’s official newspaper.

A RESOLUTION PRESCRIBING THE FORM AND DETAILS OF GENERAL 

OBLIGATION TAX INCREMENT BONDS, SERIES A, 2014, IN THE 

PRINCIPAL AMOUNT OF $10,750,000, OF THE CITY OF GARDEN CITY, 

KANSAS, PREVIOUSLY AUTHORIZED BY ORDINANCE NO. ____-2014 

OF THE CITY; MAKING CERTAIN COVENANTS AND AGREEMENTS TO 

PROVIDE FOR THE PAYMENT AND SECURITY OF THE BONDS AND 

AUTHORIZING OTHER RELATED DOCUMENTS AND ACTS.  

 

 

WHEREAS, the governing body of the City of Garden City, Kansas (the “City”), has 

adopted Ordinance No. ____-2014 (the “Bond Ordinance”) authorizing the issuance of the City’s 

General Obligation Tax Increment Bonds, Series A, 2014 (the “Bonds”) for the purpose of 

providing funds to pay a portion of the costs of the improvements described and defined in the 

Bond Ordinance (the “Project”); and  

 

WHEREAS, the Bond Ordinance authorized the governing body of the City to adopt a 

resolution prescribing certain details and conditions and to make certain covenants with respect 

to the issuance of the Bonds. 

 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE 

CITY OF GARDEN CITY, KANSAS: 

 

SECTION 1. Authority for Bonds; Security.  In the Bond Ordinance the City has 

authorized the issuance of the Bonds (as described above) for the purposes described in the Bond 

Ordinance.  Payment of the Bonds is secured as described in the Bond Ordinance. 

 

SECTION 2. Details of Bonds; Payment of Principal and Interest.  The Bonds shall be 

issued in the principal amount of $10,750,000.00 and designated “City of Garden City, Kansas, 

General Obligation Tax Increment Bonds, Series A, 2014” and dated May 1, 2014 (the “Dated 

Date”). The Bonds shall mature on November 1 (the “Principal Payment Date”) in each of the 

years and in the principal amounts and shall bear interest at the respective rates per annum 

(computed on the basis of a 360-day year of twelve 30-day months), as follows:

Subject to the book-entry provisions of Section 6 of this Resolution, the Bonds shall be 

issued as fully registered certificated bonds without coupons in denominations of $5,000, or 

integral multiples thereof not exceeding the principal amount of Bonds maturing on the 

respective Principal Payment Date; and the Bonds shall be numbered in such manner as the Bond 

Registrar (hereinafter defined) shall determine. 

 

The principal amount of the Bonds shall be payable in lawful money of the United States 

of America by check or draft of the Paying Agent (as defined in this Resolution) upon the 

presentation of the Bonds for payment and cancellation at the Paying Agent’s principal office in 

the City of Topeka, Kansas.  The interest on the Bonds shall be payable in lawful money of the 

United States of America to the owners of bonds (the “Owners”) of record as of the as of the 

fifteenth (15th) day of the month prior to the Interest Payment Date (the “Record Date”), by 

check or draft of the Paying Agent mailed to the Owners at their addresses as shown on the 

Registration Books, or at such other address as an Owner has furnished in writing to the Bond 

Registrar, or in the case of an interest payment to an Owner that is a securities depository or an 

owner of $500,000 or more aggregate principal amount of the Bonds, by electronic transfer, 

upon written notice given to the Paying Agent by that Owner, not less than 15 days before the 

Record Date for such payment, containing the electronic transfer instructions, including the bank 

address, ABA routing number and account number where the wire transfer should be directed. 
 

The interest on the Bonds shall be payable semiannually on May 1 and November 1 of 

each year commencing May 1, 2015 (the “Interest Payment Dates”), to the Owners of the Bonds 

as shown on the Registration Books as of the Record Date.  The Bonds shall bear interest from 

the Dated Date or from the most recent Interest Payment Date immediately preceding the 

effective authentication date of such Bond, unless the effective authentication date is an Interest 

Payment Date, when the Bonds shall bear interest from such Interest Payment Date.  The 

effective date of authentication shall be the date of authentication by the Bond Registrar, as set 

forth on each Bond.  
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If a Principal Payment Date or an Interest Payment Date (collectively a “Payment Date”) 

occurs on a date which is a Saturday, Sunday or any day designated as a holiday by the Congress 

of the United States or by the legislature of the State of Kansas and on which the Paying Agent is 

normally scheduled to be closed, then the payment of such principal, premium or interest may be 

made on the next succeeding business day with the same force and effect as if made on the 

scheduled Payment Date, and no interest shall accrue for the period after the scheduled Payment 

Date. 

The Paying Agent (defined in the Bond Ordinance) shall make payment directly to DTC 

or its nominee, as the registered owner, for the principal of and the interest on the Bonds; and 

DTC will remit such principal and interest to its Direct Participants for distribution to the 

Beneficial Owners, all as defined and in the manner set forth in the following Section 6 and as 

governed by the terms of the Letter of Representation (hereinafter defined). 

 

In the event that the Bonds should be issued and delivered in certificated form at any time 

after the initial delivery of the Bonds, the Paying Agent shall maintain Registration Books for the 

ownership of the Bonds on behalf of the City; and the Paying Agent will make payment for the 

Bonds directly to the registered owners of the Bonds as shown by said Registration Books as 

described in this Section 2. 

 

SECTION 3. Redemption of Bonds. 

 

(A) Optional Redemption.  The Bonds maturing in the years 2016 to 2024, inclusive, 

shall become due and payable on their respective maturity dates without the option of prior call 

for redemption. At the option of the City, the Bonds maturing November 1, 2025 and thereafter, 

may be called for redemption and payment prior to their respective maturities, on November 1, 

2024 or thereafter, as a whole or in part, as determined by the City at any time, at a redemption 

price equal to the principal amount, plus accrued interest to the date of redemption, without 

premium. 

 

[(B) Mandatory Redemption of Term Bonds.  Each of the Bonds maturing on 

November 1, 2034 (the “Term Bonds”), shall be subject to mandatory redemption and payment 

from Principal and Interest Account, beginning November 1, [First Sinking Fund Year], and 

continuing on November 1 of each year thereafter as shown on the redemption schedule below, 

at the principal amount thereof, plus accrued interest thereon to the date fixed for redemption and 

payment, without premium. 

 

The transfers to the Series A, 2014 Principal and Interest Account required by this 

Resolution which are to be made for payments commencing November 1, [First Sinking Fund 

Year], shall be sufficient to redeem, and the City hereby agrees to redeem, the following 

principal amounts of the Term Bonds on November 1 in each of the following years:

The Term Bonds to be redeemed and paid shall be selected by the Paying Agent in such 

equitable manner as it may designate. The Paying Agent make timely selection of the Term 

Bonds to be redeemed in  each year in which the Term Bonds are scheduled to be redeemed as 

shown above and shall give notice thereof to the Owners as herein provided without further 

instructions from the City.] 

 

(C) Selection of Bonds to be Redeemed.  The Bonds shall be redeemed only in face 

amounts of $5,000 or integral multiples thereof. If the City elects to call for redemption less than 

all of the Bonds at the time outstanding, the Bonds shall be redeemed in such manner as the City 

shall determine, with Bonds of less than a full maturity to be selected by lot in units of $5,000; 

and the City shall, in the case of Bonds registered in denominations greater than $5,000, treat 

each $5,000 of face value of a Bond so registered as though it were a separate Bond in the 

denomination of $5,000. If it is determined that one or more, but not all, of the $5,000 units of 

face value represented by any fully registered Bond certificate is selected for redemption, then 

the Owner of such Bond shall forthwith present and surrender such Bond to the Paying Agent for 

payment of the redemption price of the $5,000 unit or units of face value called for redemption, 

and for exchange, without charge to the Owner thereof for a new Bond or Bonds of the aggregate 

principal amount of the unredeemed portion of the principal amount of such Bond. If the Owner 

of any such Bond of a denomination greater than $5,000 shall fail to present such Bond to the 

Paying Agent for payment and exchange as aforesaid, such Bond shall, nevertheless, become due 

and payable on the redemption date to the extent of the principal amount thereof called for 

redemption (and to that extent only). 

 

(D) Notice of Redemption.  The City shall give notice of any call for redemption and 

payment in writing to the Paying Agent not less than forty-five (45) days prior to the redemption 

date; and the Paying Agent shall give notice of such call for redemption and payment in writing 

mailed via United States first class mail to the Owners of the Bonds so called not less than thirty 

(30) days prior to the redemption date, unless any Owner has waived such written notice of 

redemption.  The City shall also give or cause to be given any additional notice as may be 

required by the laws of the State of Kansas which are in effect as of the date of giving any such 

notice.  All notices of redemption given under the provisions of this Section shall be dated at 

least 30 days prior to the redemption date, and shall state (i) the redemption date, (ii) the 

redemption price, (iii) if less than all Outstanding Bonds are to be redeemed, the identification 

(and in the case of partial redemption, the respective principal amounts) of the Bonds to be 

redeemed, (iv) that on the redemption date the principal amount, and premium, if any, will 

become due and payable upon each such Bond or portion thereof selected for redemption, and 

that the interest on such Bond will not accrue from and after the redemption date and (v) that the 

Bonds selected for redemption are to be surrendered to or at the principal office of the Paying 

Agent for payment.  The failure of any Owner of the Bonds to receive notice as provided herein 

or an immaterial defect in such notice shall not invalidate any redemption. 
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At the option of the City, such notice of optional redemption may state that redemption is 

conditional upon moneys being on deposit with the Paying Agent on or prior to the redemption 

date in an amount sufficient to pay the redemption price on the redemption date.  If the notice is 

conditional and moneys are not received, such notice shall be of no force and effect, the Paying 

Agent shall not redeem such Bonds and the Paying Agent shall give notice, in the same manner 

in which the notice of redemption was given, that such moneys were not so received and that 

such Bonds will not be redeemed. 

  

(E) Deposit of Moneys for and Payment of Redemption Price.  On or prior to the 

redemption date, the City shall deposit with the Paying Agent sufficient funds to pay the 

redemption price, together with all unpaid and accrued interest thereon to the redemption date, of 

all Bonds or portions thereof selected for redemption on the redemption date. Upon the surrender 

by the Owners of Bonds selected for redemption, the Paying Agent shall pay the redemption 

price therefor to the Owners. If one or more, but not all, of the $5,000 units of face value 

represented by any Bond is selected for redemption and surrendered and paid, then the Paying 

Agent shall prepare and furnish to the Owner thereof a new Bond or Bonds of the same maturity 

and in the amount of the unredeemed portion of such Bond as provided above. All Bonds 

selected, called and surrendered for redemption shall be canceled by the Paying Agent and shall 

not be reissued. 

 

(F) Effect of Call for Redemption.  Whenever any Bond, or one or more of the $5,000 

units of face value represented by any Bond, has been selected for redemption and payment as 

provided in this Section, all interest on such Bond, or such one or more of the $5,000 units of 

face value represented by any such Bond, shall cease from and after the redemption date, 

provided funds are then available for its payment at the price hereinbefore specified. 

 

SECTION 4. Designation of Paying Agent and Bond Registrar.  In the Bond Ordinance 

the City has designated the State Treasurer of Kansas, Topeka, Kansas as the Bond Registrar and 

Paying Agent for the Bonds pursuant to the Issuer/Agent Agreement (as defined in the Bond 

Ordinance) and the Bond Act. 

 

SECTION 5. Ownership; Transfers and Exchanges; Mutilated, Lost, Stolen or 

Destroyed Bonds.  Pursuant to the Issuer/Agent Agreement, the Bond Registrar shall maintain 

books for the recording of the initial registration and any subsequent transfers of the ownership 

of the Bonds (the “Registration Books”), and the person(s) in whose name any Bond is registered 

as shown on the Registration Books shall be deemed and regarded as the absolute Owner thereof 

for all purposes. Payment of, or on account of, the principal of and the interest on any such Bond 

shall be made only to or upon the order of the Owner or his duly authorized agent. All such 

payments shall be valid and effectual to satisfy and discharge the liability upon such Bond, 

including the interest thereon, to the extent of the sum or sums so paid. 

 

The provisions, terms, conditions and requirements for the transfer and exchange of the 

Bonds, and for the replacement of a mutilated, lost, stolen or destroyed Bond are fully set forth in 

the Issuer/Agent Agreement. Replacement bonds delivered upon any transfer or exchange made 

in compliance with the provisions, terms, conditions and requirements set forth in the 

Issuer/Agent Agreement shall be valid obligations of the City, evidencing the same debt as the 
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Bonds surrendered, shall be secured by the pledges made in this Resolution and the Bond 

Ordinance and shall be entitled to all of the security and benefits hereof to the same extent as the 

bonds surrendered. 

 

SECTION 6. Book-Entry-Only Bonds.  The Bonds shall be initially distributed in book-

entry-only form through The Depository Trust Company, New York, New York (“DTC”), by 

depositing with DTC one certificate for each maturity in fully registered form, registered in the 

name of DTC’s nominee, Cede & Co., in an amount equal to the total principal amount of the 

Bonds maturing on the respective Principal Payment Dates as authorized herein. 

Notwithstanding anything in this Resolution to the contrary, so long as the Bonds remain in 

book-entry-only form the manner of payment of the principal of and the interest on the Bonds to 

DTC, and other matters relating to the distribution of the Bonds in book-entry-only form through 

DTC, shall be governed by the provisions of this Section 6 and a Letter of Representations from 

the City to DTC (the “Letter of Representations”), which the Mayor or City Clerk is hereby 

authorized to execute and deliver on behalf of the City. 

 

One certificate per maturity registered in the name of DTC’s nominee, Cede & Co., for 

the total principal amount of the Bonds maturing on the respective Principal Payment Dates will 

be issued to DTC in New York, New York; and such certificates will be immobilized in its 

custody. Purchases of the Bonds in denominations permitted by Section 2 hereof must be made 

by or through Direct Participants of DTC (as defined in the Letter of Representations), which 

will receive a credit for the Bonds on DTC’s records. The ownership interest of each actual 

purchaser of each Bond (the “Beneficial Owner”) is in turn to be recorded on the Direct and 

Indirect Participants’ records. Transfers of ownership will be effected on the records of DTC and 

its Participants pursuant to the rules and procedures established by DTC and its Participants. 

Payment of principal and interest on the Bonds will be made in same day funds directly to DTC. 

The transfer of principal and interest to Participants of DTC will be the responsibility of DTC; 

the transfer of principal and interest to beneficial owners by Participants of DTC will be the 

responsibility of such Participants. Neither the City nor the Paying Agent and Bond Registrar 

will be responsible or liable for maintaining, supervising or reviewing the records maintained by 

DTC, its Participants or persons acting through such Participants.  

 

In the event the Bond Registrar receives written notice from Participants having interest 

in not less than 50% of the Bonds outstanding, as shown on the records of DTC (and certified to 

such effect by DTC), that the continuation of a book-entry only system to the exclusion of any 

Bonds being issued to any Registered Owner other than Cede & Co., is no longer in the best 

interest of the Beneficial Owners of the Bonds, then the Bond Registrar shall notify the 

registered owners of such determination or such notice, and the Bond Registrar shall register in 

the name of and authenticate and deliver replacement Bonds to the Beneficial Owners or their 

nominees in principal amounts representing the interest of each, making such adjustments as it 

may find necessary or appropriate as to accrued interest and previous calls for redemption 

(“Replacement Bonds”). If issued in certificated form, the certificates representing the Bonds 

shall be numbered in such manner as the Bond Registrar shall determine. 

 

All references to DTC herein shall relate to the period of time when DTC has possession 

of at least one Bond. Upon the issuance of Replacement Bonds, all references herein to 
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obligations imposed upon or to be performed by DTC shall be deemed to be imposed upon and 

performed by the Bond Registrar, to the extent applicable with respect to such Replacement 

Bonds. If DTC resigns and the City, the Bond Registrar or the Owners are unable to locate a 

qualified successor of the securities depository, then the Bond Registrar shall authenticate and 

cause delivery of Replacement Bonds to Owners, as provided herein. The Bond Registrar may 

rely on information from DTC and its Participants as to the names of the Beneficial Owners of 

the Bonds. The cost of printing, registration, authentication, and delivery of Replacement Bonds 

shall be paid for by the City. 

 

In the event DTC resigns, is unable to properly discharge is responsibilities, or is no 

longer qualified to act as a securities depository and registered clearing agency under the 

Securities and Exchange Act of 1934, as amended, the City may appoint a successor securities 

depository provided the Bond Registrar receives written evidence satisfactory to the Bond 

Registrar with respect to the ability of the successor securities depository to discharge its 

responsibilities. Any such successor securities depository shall be a securities depository which 

is a registered clearing agency under the Securities and Exchange Act of 1934, as amended, or 

other applicable statute or regulation that operates a securities depository upon reasonable and 

customary terms. The Bond Registrar upon its receipt of a Bond or Bonds for cancellation shall 

cause the delivery of the Bonds to the successor securities depository in appropriate 

denominations and form as provided in this Resolution. 

 

SECTION 7. Execution and Authentication.  The Bonds shall be executed for and on 

behalf of the City by the manual or facsimile signature of its Mayor, attested by the manual or 

facsimile signature of its City Clerk, and a facsimile of the City’s official seal shall be printed on 

or affixed to the Bonds  The Bonds shall be registered in the Office of the City Clerk, evidenced 

by the manual or facsimile signature of the City Clerk on a Certificate of Registration printed on 

the bonds, attested by a facsimile of the City’s official seal.  The Bonds shall be registered by the 

State Treasurer in the municipal bond register in his office, which registration shall be evidenced 

by his manual or facsimile signature on a Certificate of State Treasurer printed on the Bonds, and 

attested by a facsimile of his official seal.  If any officer of the City or of the State whose 

signature appears on the Bonds is no longer such officer before the actual delivery of the Bonds, 

their signature shall nevertheless be valid and sufficient for all purposes as if such officer had 

remained in office until delivery of the Bonds. 

 

No bond shall be valid or obligatory for any purpose until the Certificate of Authentication 

on the bond is properly executed by the Bond Registrar, and such executed certificate on any 

Bond shall be conclusive evidence that it has been authenticated and delivered under this 

Resolution.  The Bond Registrar’s Certificate of Authentication on any Bond is properly 

executed by the Bond Registrar when manually signed by an authorized officer or signatory of 

the Bond Registrar.  It is not necessary that the same officer or signatory of the Bond Registrar 

manually sign the Certificate of Authentication on all Bonds issued under this Resolution. 

 

SECTION 8. Bonds Not Presented for Payment.  If a Bond is not presented for payment 

when the principal is due at maturity and if funds sufficient to pay such Bond have been made 

available to the Paying Agent, then all liability of the City to the Owner thereof for the payment 

of such Bond shall cease and be completely discharged, and it shall be the duty of the Paying 
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Agent to hold such funds, without liability for interest, for the benefit of the Owner of such 

Bond, who shall be restricted exclusively to such funds for any claim of whatever nature on his 

part under this Bond Resolution or on, or with respect to, said Bond.  If a Bond is not presented 

for payment within four (4) years following the date when such Bond becomes due at maturity, 

the Paying Agent shall repay to the City the funds therefore held by it for payment of such Bond, 

and such Bond shall, subject to the defense of any applicable statute of limitation, thereafter be 

an unsecured obligation of the City, and the Owner thereof shall be entitled to look only to the 

City for payment, and then only to the extent of the amount so repaid to it by the Paying Agent, 

and City shall not be liable for any interest thereon and shall not be regarded as a trustee of such 

money. 

 

SECTION 9. Payment of Costs.  The City shall pay all costs incurred in connection with 

the issuance, transfer, exchange, registration, redemption and payment of the bonds except (a) 

the reasonable fees and expenses of replacing a Bond or Bonds mutilated, stolen, lost or 

destroyed, or (b) any tax or other governmental charge imposed in relation to the transfer, 

exchange, registration, redemption or payment of the Bonds. 

 

SECTION 10. Form of Bonds.  The Bonds issued under this Resolution shall be 

evidenced by printed certificates in the form required by the laws of the State of Kansas, and 

shall contain recitals as required by the Constitution and Laws of the State of Kansas, including a 

recital that the Bonds are issued in the manner prescribed by the Bond Act, and pursuant to the 

authority of the Project Act or Tax Increment Act (as defined in the Bond Ordinance). 

 

The governing body authorizes and directs Triplett, Woolf & Garretson, LLC, the City’s 

Bond Counsel, to prepare the form and text of the certificates for the Bonds, and to cause the 

same to be printed as the definitive bond certificates for the Bonds. 

 

SECTION 11. Sale and Delivery of Bonds.  The Mayor and City Clerk are authorized 

and directed to prepare and execute the Bonds in the form and manner specified in this 

Resolution, including a reasonable inventory quantity of bond certificates for transfer, exchange 

and replacement in accordance with the provisions of this Resolution; and when executed the 

Bonds shall be registered in the Office of the City Clerk and in the Office of the State Treasurer, 

as required by law and as hereinbefore provided. The Bonds having been sold as provided by 

law, they shall be delivered to [ORIGINAL PURCHASER], [ORIGINAL PURCHASER CITY 

AND STATE], through the clearing facilities of DTC, upon receipt by the City of the full 

purchase price of the Bonds. 

 

SECTION 12. Creation and Ratification of Accounts, Application of Funds.  

Simultaneously with the issuance and delivery of the Bonds the following accounts for the Bonds 

are created or ratified in the City treasury: 

 

General Obligation Tax Increment Bonds, Series A, 2014 Principal and Interest 

Account (the “Series A, 2014 Principal and Interest Account”); and 

 

General Obligation Tax Increment Bonds, Series A, 2014 Project Fund (the 

“Project Fund”). 
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Tax Increment Fund for 2012 Redevelopment District (the “Tax Increment 

Fund”). 

The Series A, 2014 Principal and Interest Account shall be administered and maintained 

for the purpose of depositing moneys from the issuance, sale and delivery of the Bonds which 

represent accrued interest and premium, if any, and for the deposit of funds to be applied to the 

subsequent payment and retirement of the Bonds, whether upon an Interest Payment Date, 

Principal Payment Date or upon the redemption thereof prior to maturity, and for no other 

purpose. The Series A, 2014 Principal and Interest Account may be created as a subaccount of 

the City’s Bond and Interest Fund. 

 

The Project Fund shall be administered and maintained for the purpose of depositing 

moneys received in connection with the issuance, sale and delivery of the Bonds for the purpose 

of paying the costs associated with purchasing, acquiring, constructing and installing the Project, 

including the costs of any interim financing for the Project, and costs of issuance associated with 

the issuance of the Bonds. Amounts remaining in the Project Fund after payment of the 

preceding described costs may thereafter be used together with the Series A, 2014 Principal and 

Interest Account for the subsequent payment and retirement of the Bonds. 

 

The Tax Increment Fund shall be administered and maintained for the purpose of 

depositing the incremental taxes levied on an ad valorem basis upon land and improvements 

within the Redevelopment District (defined in the Ordinance) by the City, any county, unified 

school district or other taxing subdivision levying such taxes, that are in excess of the amount 

which is produced from such property and attributable to the Base Year Assessed Valuation (the 

“Tax Increment”), all as determined in accordance with the provisions of the Tax Increment Act. 

Under the Tax Increment Act the Treasurer of Finney County, Kansas will deposit the Tax 

Increment in the Tax Increment Fund.  Moneys in the Tax Increment Fund shall be expended 

solely for the payment of the principal of, premium, if any, and interest on the portion of Series 

A, 2014 Bonds authorized pursuant to the Tax Increment Act and pro rata to any additional tax 

increment bonds issued in connection with the development of subsequent project phases in the 

Redevelopment District, and shall be deposited in the Series A, 2014 Principal and Interest 

Account in appropriate amounts, as the applicable portions of the Series A, 2014 Bonds shall 

mature and become due or upon the redemption thereof prior to maturity. 

 

Moneys in each of the funds and accounts created by this Resolution shall be deposited 

and secured according to the laws of the state of Kansas.  Moneys held in such accounts may be 

invested in investments permitted by the laws of the state of Kansas that mature at times as 

reasonably provide for moneys to be available for the authorized purposes of each account.  All 

earnings and investments in such accounts shall accrue to and become a part of such fund or 

account. 

 

SECTION 13. Disposition of Bond Proceeds. The proceeds from the sale of the Bonds 

shall be deposited into the Treasury of the City for the credit of and shall be applied, together 

with other monies of the City, as follows: 
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(A) The amount of the proceeds representing accrued interest on the Bonds, if any, 

and the amount of the proceeds representing premium paid on the Bonds, if any, shall be credited 

to and deposited in the Series A, 2014 Principal and Interest Account. Accrued interest, if any, so 

deposited shall be applied to payment of the first maturing interest on the Bonds, and any 

premium will be used toward the payment of the first maturing principal on the Bonds; and 

 

(B) $10,750,000 of the proceeds shall be immediately credited to and deposited in the 

Project Fund for the direct payment or reimbursement to the City of the expenses associated with 

the Project, including redemption and payment of the City’s Temporary Notes, Series A, 2012, 

administrative costs and expenses of the Bonds, costs of issuance of the Bonds, and other interim 

financing costs, if any. 

 

SECTION 14. Resolution Constitutes Contract; Remedies of Owners.  The provisions of 

this Resolution, and all of its covenants and agreements, shall constitute a contract between the 

City and the Owners, and the Owners of not less than ten percent (10%) of the Bonds at the time 

Outstanding shall have the right, for the equal benefit and protection of all Owners similarly 

situated: 

 

(A) By mandamus or other suit, action or proceeding at law or in equity to enforce his 

or their rights against the City and its officers, agents and employees, and to require and compel 

the City and its officers, agents and employees to perform all duties and obligations required by 

the provisions of this Resolution or by the Constitution and laws of the State of Kansas; 

 

(B) By suit, action or other proceeding in equity or at law to require the City, its 

officers, agents and employees to account as if they were the trustees of an express trust; and 

 

(C) By suit, action or other proceeding in equity or at law to enjoin any acts or things 

which may be unlawful or in violation of the rights of the Owners. 

 

SECTION 15. Limitation on Actions by Owners; Remedies Cumulative; Delay or 

Omission Not Waiver.  No one or more of the Owners secured by this Resolution and the Bond 

Ordinance shall have any right in any manner whatsoever by his or their action to affect, disturb 

or prejudice the security granted and provided for Owners herein, or to enforce any right 

hereunder, except in the manner here specified, and all proceedings at law or in equity shall be 

instituted, had and maintained for the equal benefit of all of the Owners. Nothing in this 

Resolution or in the Bonds shall affect or impair the obligations of the City to pay at the date of 

maturity thereof or on any prepayment date established therefor, the principal of and the interest 

on the Bonds to the respective Owners thereof or affect or impair the right of action of any 

Owners to enforce payment of the Bonds held by them, or to reduce to judgment their claim 

against the City for the payment of the principal amount of and the interest on the Bonds without 

reference to or consent of any other Owners. No remedy herein conferred upon the Owners is 

intended to be exclusive of any other remedy or remedies, and each and every such remedy shall 

be cumulative and shall be in addition to every other remedy given hereunder or now or hereafter 

existing at law or in equity or by statute, and may be exercised without regard to any other 

remedy however given. No delay or omission of any Owners to exercise any right or power 

accruing upon any default occurring and continuing as aforesaid shall impair any such default or 
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be construed as an acquiescence therein, and every right, power and remedy given by this 

Resolution to the Owners, respectively, may be exercised from time to time and as often as may 

be deemed expedient. In case any proceeding taken by any Owners on account of any default 

shall have been discontinued or abandoned for any reason, or shall have been determined 

adversely to the Owners, then in every such case the City and the Owners shall be restored to 

their former positions and rights hereunder, respectively, and all rights, remedies, powers and 

duties of the Owners shall continue as though no such proceedings had been taken. 

 

SECTION 16. Amendments.  The City may, without the consent of the Owners, amend 

or supplement the provisions of this Resolution (i) to cure any ambiguity herein or to correct or 

supplement any provision which may be inconsistent with any other provision or to correct 

errors, provided such action shall not materially adversely affect the interest of the Owners, or 

(ii) to grant or confer upon the Owners any additional rights, remedies, powers or security, or 

(iii) to more precisely identify the Improvements, or (iv) to conform this Resolution to the Code 

(as hereinafter defined) or future applicable Federal laws concerning tax-exempt obligations.  

The rights and duties of the City and the Owners and the terms and provisions of this Resolution 

may be modified or altered in any respect by an ordinance of the City with the consent of the 

Owners of not less than seventy-five percent (75%) in principal amount of the bonds then 

outstanding, such consent to be evidenced by an instrument or instruments executed by the 

Owners and duly acknowledged or proved in the manner of a deed to be recorded, and such 

instrument or instruments shall be filed with the City Clerk; provided that, the following 

modifications or alternations shall require the written consent of one hundred percent (100%) of 

the Owners of the then outstanding Bonds: 

 

(A) Extending the maturity of any payment of principal or interest due upon 

the Bonds, or 

 

(B) Effecting a reduction in the amount which the City is required to pay by 

way of principal or interest on the Bonds, or 

 

(C) Permitting a preference or priority of any Bond or Bonds over any other 

Bond or Bonds, or 

 

(D) Reducing the percentage of the principal amount of the then outstanding 

Bonds for which the written consent of the Owners is required for any modification or 

alteration of the provisions of this Resolution. 

 

Any and all modifications made as provided above shall not become effective until a 

copy of the ordinance of the City authorizing the modifications, duly certified and published, and 

proof of consent to such modification by the required percentage of Owners is filed with the City 

Clerk.   It shall not be necessary to note on any of the outstanding Bonds any reference to such 

amendment or modification. 

 

SECTION 17. Defeasance.  When the principal of and the interest on the Bonds shall 

have been paid and discharged, then the requirements contained herein and all other rights 

granted by this Resolution shall cease and terminate. The Bonds shall be deemed to have been 
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paid and discharged within the meaning of this Resolution if there shall have been deposited with 

the Paying Agent or with a bank located in the State of Kansas and having full trust powers, at or 

prior to the maturity or date of redemption, as the case may be, of the Bonds, in trust for and 

irrevocably appropriated thereto, moneys and/or Government Securities consisting of direct 

obligations of, or obligations payment of the principal of and interest on which are guaranteed 

by, the United States of America, which together with the interest to be earned on such 

Government Securities, will be sufficient for the payment of the principal amount of and the 

interest on the Bonds, to the date of maturity or redemption, as the case may be, or if default in 

such payment shall have accrued on such date, then to the date of the tender of such payments; 

provided that, if such payment and discharge is to be made on a redemption date that notice of 

such redemption has been duly and properly given as provided by this Resolution and that all of 

the other terms and provisions of this Resolution relative to the call for and the redemption and 

payment of the Bonds shall have been satisfied. Any moneys which at any time shall be 

deposited with the Paying Agent or such Kansas bank by or on behalf of the City, for the purpose 

of paying and discharging any of the Bonds or interest thereon, shall be and are hereby assigned, 

transferred and set over to the Paying Agent or such Kansas bank in trust for the respective 

Owners of the Bonds, and such moneys shall be and are hereby irrevocably appropriated to the 

payment and discharge thereof. All moneys so deposited with the Paying Agent or such Kansas 

bank shall be deemed to be deposited in accordance with and subject to all of the provisions 

contained in this Resolution. 

 

SECTION 18. Surrender and Cancellation of Bonds.  Whenever any outstanding Bond is 

delivered to the Bond Registrar after payment of the principal amount of and the interest 

represented thereof or for replacement pursuant to this Resolution, such Bond shall be canceled 

and destroyed by the Bond Registrar and counterparts of a Certificate of Destruction describing 

such Bonds so destroyed and evidencing such destruction shall be furnished by the Bond 

Registrar to the City. 

 

SECTION 19. Tax Covenants.  The governing body of the City covenants that so long as 

any of the Bonds remain outstanding and unpaid, it will not use or permit the use of the proceeds 

thereof in an manner which, if such use had been reasonably expected on the date of issuance 

and delivery, would have caused the Bonds to be “arbitrage bonds” within the meaning of 

Section 103(b)(2) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended (the “Code”); and that it 

will comply with all applicable requirements of Section 148 of the Code and the rules and 

regulations of the United States Treasury Department relating to the applicable provisions of the 

Code for so long as any of the Bonds remain outstanding and unpaid. The governing body 

further covenants to take all such action in its power as may be required from time to time in 

order to ensure the continued tax-exempt status of the interest on the Bonds, and to comply with 

all provisions of the Code, as the same be amended, and any applicable rules and regulations of 

the United States Treasury Department 

 

SECTION 20. Other Documents.  The Mayor and City Clerk are authorized and directed 

to prepare and execute any and all supporting documents and certificates required in the issuance 

of the Bonds, including final certificates required to be included in the official Transcript of 

Proceedings relating to the authorization and issuance of the Bonds, all without further action by 

the governing body. 
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SECTION 21. Further Authority.  The City shall, and the officers, agents and employees 

thereof, are authorized and directed to, take such actions, expend such moneys and execute such 

other documents, certificates and instruments as may be necessary or desirable in order to carry 

out and comply with the provisions of this Resolution and to give effect to the transactions 

contemplated hereby. 

 

SECTION 22. Severability.  If any section, paragraph, clause or provision of this 

Resolution is, for any reason, held invalid or unenforceable, the invalidity or unenforceability of 

such section, paragraph, clause or provision shall not affect any remaining provisions of this 

Resolution. 

 

SECTION 23. Effective Date.  This Resolution shall be in force and take effect from and 

after its adoption and approval.

1. Although the site is currently zoned “I-1” Light Industrial, the current use of the site is as a single family residential home. 

2. The applicant would like to remodel the home, but unless the property is rezoned, a conditional use permit would be required 
for projects that exceed ten percent (10%) of the value of the property or $2500.00, whichever is greater. (Art. 21.100(A)) 

3. Rezoning the property would make it so that the property owner did not need to obtain special permission from the BZA to 
make improvements but would simply need to pull any required permits prior to having the work done. 

4. The Comprehensive Plan for Garden City shows the site as industrial, commercial, or residential potential so the request is 
consistent with the Comprehensive Plan. 

5. There appears to be some conflicting legal descriptions of the lot involving width of the right-of-way for Santa Fe Street and the 
dimensions of the lot. The description on the deed submitted by the applicant does not match the description on the County’s 
parcel information. Staff recommends that the applicant replat the lot to clear up the conflicts and make sure that the applicant 
understands what he actually owns and where he can place buildings. 

RECOMMENDATION 

Staff recommends approval of the rezoning request with a replat of the property.

Staff Henderson reads staff report.

The best thing would be 
for them to get a survey and have a plat filed. That way the rezoning will be directly tied to this property. 
Mrs. Rojo- Can we do construction? 
Secretary Kentner- That’s the determination they are trying to make. Do you understand one of the requests from staff is 
that you will need to have your property surveyed? 
Mrs. Rojo- Where do we get a surveyor?

Staff Henderson- GIS is showing that there is a part of your property that isn’t on your deed. So you need to have it 
surveyed and platted so that we can see exactly where your property line is. There is also 20’ that should be right-of-way 
that looks like it’s included in your property.  
Mrs. Rojo- Does that mean that the whole property will be one? We have two deeds for those properties. 
Secretary Kentner- No. 
Staff Henderson- The deed that you have separates those into two tracts. One is in the county. The question is with the lot 
that’s in the city limits. You just need to have that plat redone so we can see where you can build. 
Member Lopez- Is that clarification necessary to see if they have the space to do the improvements? 
Secretary Kentner- Yes. With that discrepancy, it’s hard to see where the property line is. If their property line is where it 
shows on GIS, then there should be no problem.

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Budget ProcessBudget Process  

Each year, the City of Garden City budget is developed in conjunction with the City Commission, the City     
Manager, Finance Director and all the other city departments, with opportunities for citizen input and feedback. 

Developing the Budget 

Strategic planning sessions precede the official budget process. During these sessions, the Commission and 
staff discuss goals and priorities. Every year these goals and priorities are evaluated  and modified in accord-
ance with Commission goals and directives. Information from these sessions are then carried over out the 
budgeting process. 

The budget process begins in February with a staff work session in which the Finance Director and the City 
Manager meet with all departments to discuss current and future trends, needs, and goals of the City. During 
this meeting the budget calendar is prepared.  

Departments are then responsible for preparing requests for programs, projects, and initiatives they would like 
to have considered for the upcoming budget year. The Strategic Plan and input from the Citizen - based Capital 
Improvement  Plan serve as guides by which each department prepares its expenditure requests. During this 
time, the Service & Finance Department prepares revenue estimates for both the current and upcoming fiscal 
year. 

Each department then meets individually with the City Manager and Finance Director to review department ex-
penditure requests. During these meetings, the goals of each department are reviewed and expenditure re-
quests are evaluated to determine the fiscal resources necessary to accomplish these goals.  

Following these meetings, the City Manager and the Finance Director prepares a draft budget for submission to 
City Commission being sure that the priorities and goals discussed in the strategic planning sessions are ap-
propriately reflected in the recommended budget. Significant budget issues are identified and framed for the 
City Commission’s consideration. This draft budget is submitted to the City Commission at formal budget work-
shops held in May, June, and July. 

Adopting the Budget  

The public has an opportunity to comment on the budget at any of the formal workshop meetings. A public 
hearing is required for formal adoption of the budget. State law requires the City Commission to adopt a bal-
anced budget prior to August 25

th
.  Amendments to the budget are allowable under Kansas law and are made 

throughout the year as necessary. A detail of the budget calendar is included on the following page.  
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2014 Budget Assumptions2014 Budget Assumptions  

Certain broad assumptions are determined in February and March, 2014 to establish a basic foundation for 
building the City’s budget. These general assumptions provide a framework to City staff, the City Manager, and 
the City Commissioners for setting priorities, determining service levels, and allocating limited financial        
resources. Some adjustments have been made from updated information available through March, 2014. 

The following general assumptions were used in guiding the development of the City’s 2015 Budget. 

City Valuation  

The valuation for the City is prepared by the County Appraiser and supplied to the City no later than July 1
st

. 
The valuation is very important and is used to determine the City’s overall mill levy. At this time we assume that 
the City’s valuation will increase by 2%. 

Revenues  

 At this point, the revenue estimates that revolve around our local economy (such as sales tax, building   
permits, interest earnings) are budgeted the same as 2014.  

 Utility Rates (user fees) for 2015 remain at the same rate as 2014. 

 State funds we currently receive (liquor tax, highway tax, connecting link) in 2014 are more conservatively 
estimated for 2015 to reflect uncertainty in the State of Kansas’ budget and legislative decisions.  

Expenditures  

 Overall Inflation Factor estimates used to calculate the cost to continue providing existing City services are 
projected at a range from 1.0% to 5.0% for 2015, depending upon particular service or commodity. 

 Fuel Cost for 2014 estimated actuals are approximately equal to 2013 actual. Cost for 2015 are projected to 
increase above 2014 estimated actuals by 5%. 

 Personnel Cost and Benefits associated with personnel is the largest General Fund expense in the City 
budget, representing 71.16% of General Fund 2013 actuals and 71.43% of 2012 General Fund Budget. The 
proposed 2015 budget reflects a 2% salary pool. It is unlikely that the natural increase in 2014 and 2015   
revenue line items (City sales tax, County sales tax, building permits & consumer use tax) will be sufficient 
to cover a 2% salary pool. 

 Health Insurance Cost - Employer 

 1. Per contract for 2013 - $740.00 

 2. Per contract for 2014 - $800.00 

 3. Per contract for 2015 - $820.00 

       This 2.5% proposed increase has an impact to the taxing funds of approximately $48,000. 
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Expenditures Continued... 

 Social Security / Medicare is projected to have no change in 2015. Current combined rate is 7.65% for        
employer. 

 KPERS / KP&F is projected to have a 5% increase in 2014 and 2015. 

 Workers Compensation is premium based through KMIT and is projected to cost $1,320 per authorized posi-
tion in 2015. 

 Capital Improvement Program cost are programmed into the department budgets or into the debt financing. 
The bond issue is identified early on in the budget process for consideration. 

 New Equipment is identifies in each department proposal with either a financing option or outright           
purchase.

Financial Policies & StrategiesFinancial Policies & Strategies  

City of Garden City’s budget, financial policies and strategies are governed by Kansas state law, the City Char-
ter, and generally accepted accounting standards. These laws, strategies, standards, and policies describe 
ways to amend the budget after adoption, provide for budget controls and budget reporting, and identify appro-
priate methods for budgeting, accounting and reporting. 

Budget Amendments 

The City Manager is authorized to transfer any sum from one budget line item to another, or from one depart-
ment or division to another department or division; provided however, that no such transfer shall be made from 
one fund to another or conflict with any existing Bond Ordinance. 

Budget Controls & Reporting  

All revenue collected by the City of Garden City that exceeds the projected budget revenue figure in a specific 
revenue category for each fiscal reporting period is reported to City Commission on a monthly basis. The ex-
penditure of any and all excess revenue will be at Commission’s discretion and cannot be utilized within the 
City budget without Commission’s approval. 

Likewise, all expenditures that would cause an increase above fund expenditures level cannot be made without 
prior approval of Commission with an amended budget proposal. Cost savings that may occur within a specific 
fund can be utilized within that particular fund; however, these cost savings cannot be transferred to another 
fund without prior approval of the City Commission. 

Budgetary & Accounting Systems 

The accounting policies of the City of Garden City conform to generally accepted accounting principals (GAAP) 
as applicable to governmental units. The Government Accounting Standards Board (GASB) is the accepted 
body for establishing governmental accounting and financial reporting principals. The following is a summary 
of the more significant policies applicable to revenues and expenditures. 

Fund Accounting  

The accounts of the City are organized on the basis of funds and account groups, each of which is considered a 
separate accounting entity. Fund accounting is designed to demonstrate legal compliance and to aid financial 
management by segregating transactions related to certain government functions or activities. 

The operations of each fund are accounted for with a separate set of self-balancing accounts that comprise it’s 
assets, liabilities, fund equity, revenues and expenditures or expenses, as appropriate. 

Funds  

Governmental Funds are used to account for all or most of a government’s general activities. Examples of these 
activities include public safety, parks, zoo, street, and cemetery. These revenues come from property taxes, us-
er fees, licenses, and permits. Within the category of Governmental Funds, Garden City maintains General, Spe-
cial Revenue, and Capital Projects Funds. 
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General Fund– The General Fund is the City’s general operating fund and is used to account for all financial 
transactions except those required to be accounted for in another fund. Principal sources of revenue are prop-
erty taxes, licenses and permits, and intergovernmental revenues. A few of the principal expenditures in the 
General Fund are public safety, general government, public works, and parks and recreation. 

Special Revenue Fund– The Special Revenue Fund is used to account for the proceeds from specific revenue 
sources (other than funding for major capital projects) that are legally restricted to expenditures for specified 
purposes. The City does adopt a budget for the Special Revenue Fund which primarily serves as a pass-through 
for federal grants and state revenues. 

Capital Projects Fund– The Capital Projects Fund accounts for financing resources, including bond proceeds 
and intergovernmental grants, used for the acquisition, construction, or improvement of major general govern-
ment facilities. The City does not adopt a formal budget for the Capital Projects Fund, although particular pro-
jects are detailed within this budget in the Bond and Interest Fund for long term debt financing. 

Enterprise Funds are used to account for the business-type activities of a government. These are activities 
which are financed and operated in a manner where the intent of the of the governing body is that the cost ex-
penses (including depreciation) of providing goods and services to the general public on a continuing basis be 
financed or recovered primarily through user charges. The funds include the Electric, Water, Wastewater, Storm 
Water, Solid Waste, Airport, and Golf Course Funds. 

Basis of Accounting  

The accounting and financial reporting applied to a fund are determined by its measurement focus. All govern-
mental funds are accounted for using a current financial resources measurement focus. Only current assets 
and current liabilities generally are included on the balance sheet. 

Government fund revenues and expenditures are recognized on the modified accrual basis. Revenues are 
deemed susceptible to accrual and are recognized in the period when they become measurable and available. 
Expenditures are recognized when the fund liability is incurred, except principal and interest on general long-
term debt which is recognized when due or when funds have been made available for payment. 

The Proprietary fund is accounted for on a flow of economic resources measurement focus. With this measure-
ment focus, all assets and liabilities associated with the operation of these funds are included on the balance 
sheet. Fund equity is segregated into contributed capital and retained earnings components. Proprietary fund-
type operating statements present increases (revenues) and decreases (expenses) in net total assets. 

Basis of Budgeting 

In accordance with General Statues of the State of Kansas, the City Commission is required by state statute to 
adopt an annual balanced budget City’s Operating Fund prior to August 25

th
. All budgets are prepared using the 

modified accrual basis of accounting. City Commission has the authority to amend the current year budget ordi-
nance. Appropriations lapse at the end of the budget year.  

Appropriations are authorized in the annual budget generally at the department level. The legal level of budget-
ary control is at the fund level; however, in practice, the City maintains control at the department level. Adminis-
trative control is further maintained through more detailed line-item budgets. The City adopts this budget for all 
City funds. 
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Special Revenue FundsSpecial Revenue Funds  

Special revenue funds are used to account for specific revenues that are legally restricted to expenditures for 
particular purposes.  

004 - TIF Fund: 

This fund is used to account for property tax distributions for the districts and disbursements either for bond 
principal and interest payments or to the property owner.  

005 - Capital Improvement Reserve: 

This fund is used to account for monies transferred in form of various City funds for capital projects that were 
authorized but not completed in that year. By transferring the monies to this fund, the projects can be complet-
ed with funds which were previously authorized for that purpose. 

006 - Community Development Loan Fund: 

This fund is used to account for housing rehabilitation loan repayments and expenditures for qualified housing 
rehabilitation loans. 

007– Cemetery Endowment: 

This fund was established to proved monies for maintenance and upkeep of the cemetery by providing that six 
percent for the cemetery space proceeds be accounted for this fund. 

008 - Community Trust: 

This fund was created from monies remaining in a bond reserve fund when the bond issue was retired. Loans 
for capital improvements are made through and repaid through is fund. In addition, the fund accounts for the 
operating transfers to the golf course. 

010 - DEA Enforcement: 

This fund is used to account for monies from DEA drug forfeitures which are able to be expended for drug con-
trol type expenditures. 

011 - Drug Enforcement  

This fund is used to account for revenues passed through from the State Department of Justice which are 
matched with a percentage of City monies, all of which are to expanded for drug control type expenditures. 

015 - E-911 Funds: 

This fund is used to account for the activities of the City’s E911 emergency communications system funded by 
a special telephone use fee imposed on all wireless user accounts. 

018 - Finnup trust Fund: 

This fund is used to account for monies received from the Finnup Foundation and expended on specified pro-
jects for Finnup Park. 
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026 - Revolving: 

This fund is used to account for monies received on insurance claims which are then paid out in accordance 
with the claim. The fund also accounts for expenses involved in property nuisance complaints which are then 
reimbursed by the property owner. 

027 - Risk Management: 

This fund is used to account for monies reserved for the purpose of paying nondeductible claims and related 
cost arising from legal actions and settlements. 

029 - Special Alcohol Program: 

This fund is used to account for monies provided by a state liquor tax on private clubs which are be to expend-
ed for the purchase, establishment, maintenance or expansion of services or programs for alcoholism for pre-
vention and education 

030 - Special Recreation and Parks: 

This fund is used to account for monies provided by a state liquor tax on tax on private clubs which are to be 
expended for the purchase, establishment, maintenance or expansion of park and recreational services, pro-
grams and facilities. 

032 - Special Trafficway: 

This fund is used to account for monies levied by the State of Kansas (i.e. motor fuels tax) which produces rev-
enues the City can use to defray in whole or in part the cost of constructing, altering, reconstructing, maintain-
ing and repairing streets and highways. 

050 - Community Development Grant: 

This fund is used to account for a federal grant received and expenditures made for the benefit of the Emmaus 
House. 

052 - Economic Development Loan Fund:  

This fund is used to account for loan repayments and new loan authorizations of monies available and set aside 
for economic development activities within the City. 

053 - Project Development Fund: 

Funds can be obtained by developers to assist with infrastructure cost and to repay special assessments. 
Funds are reimbursed when the land sells. 
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Enterprise FundsEnterprise Funds  

Enterprise Funds 

068 - Electric Utility: 

This fund is used to account for the activities of the City’s electric utility department while operating the City 
owned generating and distribution system. Customer utility deposits are accounted for within the electric utility 
department in the Security Deposits Fund: customer utility deposits are refunded after a good payment history 
has been established.  

069 - Security Deposit: 

The fund is used to account for customers’ utility service deposit, which are received when they start services 
with the City. This deposit is refunded to the customer upon one year with no late payments; otherwise it is 
credited to their final bill with the balance either being refunded to them or billed. 

070, 071– Golf Course: 

This fund is used to account for the fees granted and expenditures incurred in the operation of the City– owned 
municipal golf course. The Golf Course Building Fund is used to account for a portion of the fees collected that 
are dedicated to improve the golf course and club house.   

075 - Solid Waste: 

This fund is used to account for the revenues generated and costs incurred in operating the City - owned solid 
waste disposal and recycling operations.  

079 - Drainage Utility: 

This fund is used to account for the revenues generated and costs incurred in operating the City’s drainage util-
ity. Which are the reimbursed by the property owner. 

080 - Water & Sewer Utility: 

This fund is used to account for the activities of the City’s operations of the City - owned waterworks distribu-
tion system, sanitary sewer, and wastewater treatment operations. Customer utility deposits are accounted for 
within the water and sewer utility department in the Security Deposits Fund; customer utility deposits are re-
funded after a good payment history has been established. Additional funds maintained within the water and 
sewer utility department are: Water Maintenance Reserve and Waterwater Maintenance Reserve.

The internal service funds are used to account for the financing of goods or services provided by one depart-
ment or agency to other departments or agencies of the City or to other governmental units on a cost-
reimbursement basis. The internal service funds used by the City of Garden City are:   

055-056 - Health Insurance: 

This fund is used to account for the City’s departmental billings made monthly on a set amount per employee 
and expended on qualified medical costs as provided for in the City’s self - insured worker’s compensation pro-
gram.  

035-036 - Workers Compensation: 

This fund is used to account for transfers from the Employee Benefit Fund used to pay qualified expenditures 
as provided for in the City’s self - insured workers compensation program.

Issue:   The Traffic Advisory Board discussed the following issues at their April 7th 

Meeting.    
 
 

1. Reduce speeding concerns in the 2700/2800 Block of Belmont Place 
between Labrador Blvd and Long Blvd 

 
Background: 

 
Local property owner request the City’s consideration of installing “speed 
bumps” or some other traffic calming device on Belmont Place between 
Labrador Blvd and Long Blvd to reduce speeders.  Belmont Place experiences 
higher volume of traffic at this location for a couple of reasons: 
 

1. The street acts as a through street between Mary St and Long Blvd. 
2. It’s a travel way for Bernadine Sitts Intermediate School Center for 

parents dropping off or picking up the children from school. 
 

Discussion: 
 
Currently, the City does not allow speed bumps to be installed on local 
streets; however, the Board did consider installing an island in the middle of 
the two blocks as an option for traffic calming. 
 
Two speed studies were conducted at this location.  Both studies showed the 
average speeds to be posted at 25 MPH and the 85th/95th percentile speeds 
to be posted at 30 MPH.  The 85th percentile is the engineering standard for 
setting speed limits for roads.

Board’s Recommendation: 
 
Board recommends approving Alternate One denying the request while 
working with property owner on some targeted enforcement. 

 
 

2. Installing Stop signs at the intersection of Third Street and Hazel Street 
 

Background: 
 

Citizen requested having Stop signs installed at the intersection of Third 
Street and Hazel Street.  This person was involved in an accident at this 
intersection.  Police Department provided accident reports for the past five 
years involving this intersection.  There have been two accidents in the past 
five years reported. 
 
There are some large trees located at 911 North Third Street that may be 
causing some sight distance issues. 
 
Discussion: 
 
The Board identified this location as low volume residential access 
intersection without any traffic control devices.  In this situation, drivers are 
governed by uncontrolled intersection right‐of‐way rules.  The Board has 
resisted the precedent of installing Stop signs at this type of location in the 
past.  If there are any sight triangle issues, the Board would rather address 
those issues differently. 

 
Alternatives: 

 
1. Deny the request for installing Stop signs at Third Street and Hazel Street. 
2. Approve the request for installing Stop signs at Third Street and Hazel

3. Installing Advance (Stop) Traffic Control Signs at the intersection of Seventh 
Street and Walnut Street. 

 
Background: 

 
Citizen requested the installation of Advance Traffic Control Signs for north 
and southbound traffic at the intersection of Seventh Street and Walnut 
Street, stating they have witnessed a number of near misses and felt 
Advanced Signs would help reduce the accidents for this intersection. 
 
Discussion: 
 
The Board discussed the standards for installing this type of warning sign at 
this intersection.  The MUTCD requirements for the Advance Traffic Control 
symbol signs (Stop Ahead) are used when visibility or sight distance is not 
clear 100 feet from the Stop sign on a 30 MPH street.  Permanent 
obstructions causing the limited visibility might include roadway alignment or 
structures.  Intermittent obstructions might include foliage or parked 
vehicles.  Staff identified tree branches that may have been blocking the 
visibility of drivers approaching this intersection.  The branches were 
removed by the Parks Department improving the sight distance.  There have 
been four accidents in the past five years reported. 

 
Alternatives: 

 
1. Deny the request to install Advance Traffic Control Signs.   
2. Approve the request to install Advance Traffic Control Signs. 
3. Increase the size of the Stop signs from 30” to 36”. 

 
Board’s Recommendation: 
 
Board recommends approving Alternative One denying the request to install 
the Advance Traffic Control Signs.  The situation has been improved by some 
tree trimming in advance of the Stop signs.

Two bids were received, with the both base bids being under the Engineer’s 
Estimate.  We recommend accepting the base bid for the asphalt work.  We will 
look at options for completing the concrete trail along the Museum, with in the 
remaining project funds.

Staff Davidson reads staff report. 
Secretary Kentner explains case. 
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OPEN PUBLIC COMMENT 
Jose Renteria, owner of bakery across the street; opposed because it would be competition with his business that has been in 
place for 12 years. 
Secretary Kentner- It’s my understanding that it’s going to be part of the Italian Restaurant. We hope it helps everyone’s business. 
This board does not control what use actually goes in it as long as it meets the regulations. 
A.J. Musick, 521 N. 8th- We aren’t necessarily opposed to the bakery being there but is the American Legion not big enough for 
two businesses? 
Secretary Kentner- The same person owns both buildings and wants to open both businesses. 
A.J. Musick- So what are the implications to it becoming commercial? Does that mean that when they receive their supplies, that 
they will come in on a big tractor trailer? Is that one of the situations that’s not allowed now that will be allowed? 
Secretary Kentner- No, the zoning across the street is C-3 so what you see across the street is what would go on at this location. 
A.J. Musick- The residential begins at the alley between 8th and 9th?  
Secretary Kentner- If you look at the map, this red striped area is the C-3 district; the light pink color is C-O. The alley behind it 
is residential.  
A.J. Musick- So both sides of 9th street are residential. 
Secretary Kentner- Yes. 
A.J. Musick- I understand if he wants to put in a bakery, he has to change the zoning. The south and north side of the property 
have driveways and according to the regulations, there has to be a buffer. Does the driveway count as a buffer? 
Secretary Kentner- Well, to the north and south there are no buffers because it is all zoned commercial. To the back where it abuts 
a residential neighborhood, a buffer is required. 
A.J. Musick- I believe there is already a buffer in the back but there isn’t anything to the north or south. Is it even possible to 
change it to C3? There isn’t a buffer. 
Secretary Kentner- There’s no need for a buffer to the north and south because both sides of the property are zoned commercial. 
The only time you need a buffer is when the commercial abuts a residential district. 
A.J. Musick- Oh, I see. I was confused because both properties on either side are residential and have been for some time. That 
whole block has been mixed use since that building was built. 
A.J. Musick’s daughter- Concerned with kids in neighborhood, increased traffic, feral cats, and there is already a bakery across 
the street. 
Secretary Kentner- As it stands right now, the upstairs can’t be used as apartments because it’s been vacant for more than a year 
and second story residential is only allowed in C-3. 
A.J. Musick’s daughter- Is that a law that changed? There used to be people that lived in there. 
Secretary Kentner- Because it was built in the 1950’s, it was grandfathered in. However, since it’s been vacant for over a year, it 
loses its grandfather status. That’s one of the other reasons why they want to rezone. 
A.J. Musick’s daughter- I think you also need to consider the lack of parking. The parking lot is not very big which means that 
there will be more people parking on the street which is frustrating for the neighbors. Regardless of how the area is zoned, it is 
still widely used as residential and I don’t think this is the best location. 
CLOSE PUBLIC COMMENT 
Secretary Kentner- I think the City is fully aware of the feral cat issue throughout the community. It’s no doubt that businesses the 
deal with food are no help to that situation. However, it is still required by code to control those situations. As far as the parking, 
the C-3 district does not have parking requirements. The parking area in the back, historically, has been used for tenants and 
employees. Parking would be occurring on the street as it does in all of the C-3 district. They would have to handle any waste and 
the buffer in the back would have to be redone and maintained. Because the properties to the north and south are zoned 
commercial, there is no need for buffer. All we are looking at is the zoning of the structure, not the uses that are allowed. As far as 
traffic for deliveries and waste management, that would all be discussed during the site plan review. Sam Curran would have to 
weigh in on that. 
Member Lopez- Due to the fact that there are some public concerns, I’d feel better if the applicant were here and maybe even 
Downtown Vision. I know that they had particular interest in the building. I would feel a lot more comfortable proceeding with 
this if one or both parties were present. 
Secretary Kentner- We did speak with Downtown Vision. All of this would bring the area into compliance with the Downtown 
Master Plan that was voted on the community has a whole. The Vision’s hopes were that we give it the stamp of approval because 
it did fit in with the Master Plan and they had a huge part in the adoption of the plan. 
Member Lopez- I just feel that someone is missing from the party. 
Chairman Rishel- I think we have two issues: first, the Planning Commission has suggested that the applicant be present. On the 
other hand, we are looking at a situation where if it remains C-O, it will probably stay vacant for who knows how long. If we 
rezone it to C-3, it still has to meet construction standards and regulations but it could be used for residential above. 
Member Laubach- If they put up a fence for the buffer in the back, what type of fencing would be required? 
Secretary Kentner- Normally, a 6’ privacy fence is what’s required. It helps with noise. 
Member Laubach- If they had deliveries, they’d have to go through a gate. 
Secretary Kentner- Yes. The primary reason for a buffer is to protect the residential district. 
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Member Laubach- I understand the concerns presented here, but if that building isn’t changed now, it will never conform and will 
remain empty.

GC2014-03: Parking waiver, 503 E. Kansas, Sierra Property Solutions, LLC. 
Staff Davidson reads staff report. 
Secretary Kentner explains case. 
Chairman Rishel- Where would the on-street parking be? 
Secretary Kentner- Along Fifth Street. They are legally allowed to park there but it doesn’t count toward their required spots. One 
issue with granting parking waivers is these businesses sometimes change use. At times, there will be rough days for parking; 
especially paydays. 
Jennifer- I’m interested in renting the 3,000sqft space that he has available. We do have an agreement with Rupp’s for four 
parking spaces which leaves us threes spaces short of meeting regulations. I’ve spoken with the owners of Check N Go and they 
said that at any given time, they don’t have more than a couple cars. I know that can change. The initial problem with this is that 
Mark Miller lives in California and when Jimmy Johns moved in there, he wasn’t aware that it was going to cause an issue with 
the parking later on for the other unit. He worked with the City on this but it was never brought to his attention. 
Secretary Kentner- He is aware of the parking issue and has been for a few years since the Dollar Warehouse and Mr. Goodcents 
were there. Any restaurant use is going to use a substantial amount of parking. It doesn’t necessarily knock it out of use but it 
means they have to get a letter from a property owner within 200ft to use some of their spots. They have an agreement for four 
and all they need is three more to meet regulations. 
Member Laubach- Do they have room for three more spots? When I drove by, I was trying to visualize how accessible that would 
actually be. 
Member Weber- They need three more plus the four, so seven? 
Secretary Kentner- Yes. He has the ability to give them 10 spaces and still have enough for his business. 
Member Laubach- So they would have to walk over a big hump to get there? 
Member Weber- It’s just across the street. 
Secretary Kentner- There is landscaping along the road and most of the people parking there would probably be employees. 
Member Laubach- So what you’re saying is there is parking available if they can get it from Rupp? 
Secretary Kentner- Right. The other issue is that it’s close to residential and most of the time, those residences don’t like people 
parking in front of their houses. Hence the reason we have parking regulations. 
Chairman Rishel- Is there any reason why Mr. Rupp wouldn’t give you the other three spots? 
Jennifer- Mr. Miller is paying him for those spots. Think about the cost of that over time. That’s why he’d like to get the parking 
waiver. 
Member Lopez- So if I understand it correctly, he’s not in favor of acquiring the additional spots from Rupp? 
Jennifer- No, he’d like to get the waiver. He hasn’t been the owner of that property for that long, Kaleb, so he was not aware of 
the parking situation. When I called and told him about it, he was shocked. 
Chairman Rishel- What type of sales are you going to be doing? 
Jennifer- We are looking at doing a cigarette outlet and a liquor store. We only have maybe four or five customers throughout the 
day and the barber shop and Check N Go both close at 6:00pm. 
Member Lopez- That kind of business is in-and-out but if we give them a waiver and another business comes in, then what? 
Secretary Kentner- The numbers could go up or down depending on the use. If another restaurant goes in there, it could blow 
their numbers. Their number of spots is based on the square footage of retail space. That’s where the number seven came from. 
They are seven spots shy of what they need. 
Member Weber- But at some point, if the retail moved out and another restaurant moved in, the waiver would be void. 
Secretary Kentner- The issue with a waiver is if you allow it for one, you open up the door for any retail business to ask for a 
waiver from parking. Parking is usually a hot topic because asphalt is expensive to put in and maintain. We just want you to be 
aware of all the things that could potentially happen. 
Jennifer- This is an individual situation. Mr. Miller wasn’t aware of the parking issue and we have gotten permission from Rupp 
for some spots. We just need an additional three. We aren’t trying to get a waiver to take the easy way out. 
Secretary Kentner- The issue as far as zoning goes is that it’s not a conditional use. We would get into legal issues. 
Chairman Rishel- The problem I see with doing waivers in these situations is that we set precedence and if we do it for one 
business, we have to do it for all. 
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Member Laubach- The sad part is that you had Dollar Warehouse taking up most of those spaces and you probably had just as 
many people or more coming in as you do now. I agree with you that it will set precedence. 
Chairman Rishel- Were there any comments on this? 
Secretary Kentner- We had a couple calls with questions. Jimmy Johns called to see what it was they were requesting but their 
issue will be with the landlord because they are leasing it based on them having a certain number of spaces. 
Member Howard- I agree that most people that visit those businesses are going to be in and out and the employees will probably 
park on the street or across the street. I’m not crazy about issuing waivers and opening a can of worms. 
Member Weber- Our role is just to recommend. It still goes to the City Commission and they make the final decision. 
Secretary Kentner- Yes. 
Member Laubach- I know the building has been split but I don’t know that it would generate any more traffic than before when it 
was the Dollar Warehouse. I don’t have a problem with this particular situation. I guess part of our job is when we get waiver 
requests, we can turn them down if we see fit. 
Member Lopez- My concern is that we will be opening up a can of worms. I’ve seen this particular strip of buildings change 
several times over the years and what is being proposed today may not be there in the future. 
Member Howard- There are several restaurants around town where the majority of the parking is on the street or in another 
parking lot. 
Member Lopez- I would think there might be a concern for Presto in the future. 
Member Law- I do not totally understand this. They already have an agreement with Rupp for four spaces? 
Secretary Kentner- Yes, and they need three more to meet the requirements. 
Member Weber- And if they got three more, they wouldn’t need a waiver. 
Secretary Kentner- Right. 
Member Gigot- So they are going to park on the street? 
Secretary Kentner- They are requesting to use the street to cover the extra spots. It’s either yes, no, or go to Rupp’s and get more 
spots. 
Member Lopez- I don’t think there are three spaces there unless you bleed into the residential neighborhood. 
Secretary Kentner- Actually there’s not. There are maybe two spots. 
Member Weber- Even with a new house, it’s a requirement to have a driveway with a setback and parking that isn’t on the street. 
Member Lopez- Another thing is that the applicant does have the availability of three more spots.

III. Approval of Minutes – The minutes of the March meeting were approved. 
IV. New Business 

a. Zoo Monthly Report – A Bactrian camel was born and a 3 banded armadillo arrived from the 
Topeka Zoo. The mountain lion cubs were introduced to their exhibit and are out periodically. 
An open house was held for Kathy’s retirement and the education hall dedicated to her. 13 
volunteers graduated from training, this brings the total number of volunteers to about 60. The 
old COA exhibit is being razed and a maintenance employee presented at a KDHE/KOR 
conference about the zoo’s compost program. 

b. FOLRZ Report – A Corporate Membership category has been created and one has been sold 
so far.
