The annual volunteer awards and
appreciation event was held at the beginning of the month. Started advertisements and promotions for the 2015 volunteer
recruitment event which takes place on January 10th. Working on educational graphics to fill the aviary flight's sign
holders in winter months (when summer birds are not in the exhibit). The 2014 report of animals taken from the wild was
submitted to KDWPT and the 2015 application for a permit to collect was sent in. Two winter Edventure camps were
completed with attendance up from the previous year's numbers. KACEE conference call regarding Project Wild training
recruiting. Interviewed/hired for education aide position — successful candidate begins after the first of the year. Annual
fire extinguisher training for all staff.

MAINTENANCE DIVISION

The maintenance division has been working on two projects that will soon be wrapping up in noticeable ways: repairing
the giraffe encounter stand (“tiki hut”) that suffered wind damage, and renovating otter holding to prevent future rust
issues. Once finalized the tiki hut and the otters will be back on exhibit. They’ve also started work in the rhino yard,
preparing it for a newcomer in the spring. Otherwise time was devoted to fall leaf cleanup and a variety of zoo
maintenance/repair and safety needs: vehicles and cart repairs, fence maintenance, rust and chipping paint, sticking doors,
fraying door operator cables, and failing doorknobs, as well as many more necessities that help keep the zoo running
smoothly.

BACKGROUND: Staff has discovered a discrepancy in the legal description and map for the
Development Plan and Ordinance for the East Cambridge Square, Phase Il RHID. East
Cambridge Square, Phase Il consists of thirty two (32) lots and one tract of land designated for
multifamily homes. The change will be to the legal description and map of the RHID District.
The amended documents include a short descriptive paragraph, and the proposed changes to
the attached Ordinance and Development Plan are highlighted in yellow. There will be no
other changes to the remainder of the original Development Plan and Ordinance.

ALTERNATIVES: The Governing Body may:
1. Approve the amended Development Plan and Ordinance as presented,
2. Approve the amended Development Plan and Ordinance with additional further
changes,
3. Deny the requested amendment and ordinance.

RECOMMENDATION: Staff recommends approval of the amended Development Plan
and Ordinance as presented.

ORDINANCE NO.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE CITY OF
GARDEN CITY,KANSAS, ESTABLISHING A RURAL HOUSING
INCENTIVE DISTRICT WITHIN THE CITY AND ADOPTING A PLAN
FOR THE DEVELOPMENT OF HOUSING AND PUBLIC FACILITIES IN
SUCH DISTRICT, AND MAKING CERTAIN FINDINGS IN
CONJUNCTION THEREWITH (EAST CAMBRIDGE SQUARE PHASE
Il PROJECT)

WHEREAS, Ordinance No. 2602-2013, adopted on June 18, 2013 by the Governing Body of
the City of Garden City which became effective on June 22, 2013 contained an incorrect
legal description, and therefore, Ordinance No. 2602-2013 is amended herein to correct the
legal description; and

WHEREAS, K.S.A. 12-5241 et seq. (the “Act”) authorizes any city incorporated in
accordance with the laws of the State of Kansas (the “State”) with a population of less than
40,000 located in a county with a population of less than 60,000, to designate rural housing
incentive districts within such city; and

WHEREAS, prior to such designation the governing body of such city shall conduct a
housing needs analysis to determine what, if any, housing needs exist within its community;
and

WHEREAS, after conducting such analysis, the governing body of such city may adopt a
resolution making certain findings regarding the establishment of a rural housing incentive
district and providing the legal description of property to be contained therein; and

WHEREAS, after publishing such resolution, the governing body of such city shall send a
copy thereof to the Secretary of Commerce of the State (the “Secretary”) requesting that the
Secretary agree with the finding contained in such resolution; and

WHEREAS, if the Secretary agrees with such findings, such city may proceed with the
establishment of a rural housing incentive district within such city and adopt a plan for the
development or redevelopment of housing and public facilities in the proposed district; and

WHEREAS, the City of Garden City , Kansas ( the “City”) has an estimated population of
30,685, is located in Finney County, Kansas which has a population of 43,008 and therefore
constitutes a city as said term is defined in this act; and

WHEREAS, in August of 2012 the Governing Body of the updated the Community Housing
Assessment Team Report dated December 15, 2008 (CHAT), a copy of which is on file in
the office of the City Clerk; and

WHEREAS, the Governing Body of the City has heretofore adopted Resolution No. 2506-
2012 which made certain findings relating to the need for financial incentives relating to the
construction of quality housing within the City, declared it advisable to establish a Rural
Housing Incentive District pursuant to the Act and authorized the submission of such
Resolution and a Housing Needs Analysis to the Kansas Department of Commerce in
accordance with the provisions of the Act; and



WHEREAS, the Secretary, pursuant to a letter dated November 27, 2012, authorized the
City to proceed with the establishment of Rural Housing Incentive Districts pursuant to the
Act; and

WHEREAS, the City has caused to be prepared a plan for the development or
redevelopment of housing and public facilities in the proposed Rural Housing Incentive
District (the “District”) in accordance with the provisions of the Act (the “Plan”); and

WHEREAS, the Plan includes:
1. The legal description and map required by subsection (a) of K.S.A. 12-5244;

2. The existing assessed valuation of the real estate in the proposed District, listing
the land and improvement values separately;

3. A list of the names and addresses of the owners of record of all real estate
parcels within the proposed District;

4. A description of the housing and public facilities project or projects that are
proposed to be constructed or improved in the proposed District, and the location
thereof;

5. A listing of the names, addresses, and specific interest in real estate in the
proposed District of the developers responsible for development of the housing
and public facilities in the proposed District;

6. The contractual assurances, if any, the Governing Body has received from such
developer or developers, guaranteeing the financial feasibility of specific housing
tax incentive projects in the proposed District;

7. A comprehensive analysis of the feasibility of providing housing tax incentives in
the proposed District as provided in the Act, set forth the boundaries of the
proposed District, provided a summary of the proposed Plan, called a public
hearing concerning the establishment of the proposed District for February 19,
2013, and provided for notice of such public hearing as provided in the Act; and

WHEREAS, the Governing Body of the City has heretofore adopted Resolution No. 2526-2013
which made a finding that the City is considering the establishment of the proposed District and
adopting the proposed Plan pursuant to the Act, set forth the boundaries of the proposed
District, provides a summary of the proposed Plan, called a public hearing concerning the
establishment of the proposed District for June 18, 2013, and provided for notice of such public
hearing as provided in the Act: and

WHEREAS, a public hearing was held on June 18, 2013, after due published and delivered
notice in accordance with the provisions of the Act; and

WHEREAS, upon and considering the information and public comments received at the public
hearing, the Governing Body of the City hereby deems it advisable to make certain findings to
establish the proposed District and to adopt the proposed Plan.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Governing Body of the City of Garden City,
Kansas, as follows:

Section 1. Findings. The Governing Body hereby finds that due notice of the public hearing
conducted June 18, 2013, was made in accordance with the provisions of the Act.



Section 2. Creation of Rural Housing Incentive District. A Rural Housing Incentive District is
hereby created within the City in accordance with the provisions of the Act, which shall consist of the following
described real property in the Development, in the City of Garden City, Finney County, Kansas:

West of the 6™ P.M. and Lot 6, Block 1, East Cambridge Square, Phase One, Finney County,
more particularly described combined as follows:

Section 3. Approval of Development Plan. The Plan for the development or redevelopment of
housing and public facilities in the District, as presented to the Governing Body this date, is hereby approved.

Section 4.  Adverse Effect on Other Government Units. If, within thirty (30) days following the
conclusion of the public hearing on June 18, 2013, any of the following occurs, the Governing Body shall take
action to repeal this Ordinance:

1. The Board of Education of U.S.D. No. 457 determines by resolution that the District will have an

adverse effect on such school district; or

2. The Board of County Commissioners of Finney County, Kansas, determines by resolution that the
District will have an adverse effect on such county.

3. The Board of Trustees Garden City Community College determines by resolution that the District
will have an adverse effect on such community college.



As of this date, the City has not received a copy of any such resolution and is not aware of the adoption of any
such resolution by the governing body of Finney County, Unified School District No. 457, or Garden City
Community College.

Section 5. Reimbursement. The Act authorizes the City to reimburse the developer for all or a portion
of the costs of implementing the Plan through the use of property tax increments allocated to the City under the
provisions of the Act.

Section 6. Further Action. The Mayor, City Clerk and other officials and employees of the City,
including the City Attorney, are hereby further authorized and directed to take such other actions as may be
appropriate to accomplish the purposes of this Ordinance.

Section 7. Effective Date. This Ordinance shall be effective upon its passage by the Governing Body
of the City of Garden City, Kansas and publication one time in the official City newspaper.

INTRODUCTION

On June 18, 2013, the Governing Body of the City of Garden City, adopted the Development Plan for the
East Cambridge Square Phase Il RHID which contained an incorrect legal description and map of the
district. Therefore, this Development Plan amends, supersedes, and replaces the previous Development
Plan.

On October 16, 2012 the Governing Body of the City of Garden City, Kansas (the City) adopted
Resolution No. 2506-2012 that found and determined that:

1. There is a shortage of quality housing of various price ranges in the City despite the best efforts
of public and private housing developers.

2. The shortage of quality housing can be expected to persist and that additional financial
incentives are necessary in order to encourage the private sector to construct or renovate
housing in the City.

3. The shortage of quality housing is a substantial deterrent to the future economic growth and
development of the City.

4. The future economic wellbeing of the City depends on the Governing Body providing additional
incentives for the construction of/or renovation of quality housing in the City.

Based on these findings and determinations, the Governing Body proposed the establishment of a Rural
Housing Incentive District within the City pursuant to the Act. (K.S.A. 12-5219 et seq.)

Following the adoption of Resolution No. 2506-2012, a certified copy was submitted to the Secretary of
Commerce for approval of the establishment of the Rural Housing Incentive District in the City, as
required by K.S.A. 12-5244(c).

On November 27, 2012, the Secretary of Commerce provided written confirmation, approving the
establishment of the East Cambridge Square Phase 2 Rural Housing Incentive District (the District)
(Resolution 2506-2012, exhibits F-1 and F-2).

DEVELOPMENT PLAN ADOPTION

K.S.A. 12-5245 states that once the City receives approval from the Secretary of Commerce for the
development of a Kansas Rural Housing Incentive District, the governing body must adopt a plan for the
development of housing and public facilities within the proposed district.

DEVELOPMENT PLAN

As a result of the shortage of quality housing within Garden City, the City proposes this Development
Plan to assist in the development of quality housing within the City.

The Governing Body of the City entered into a Development Agreement with East Cambridge,
LLC, in June of 2013. The Development Agreement, as supplemented and amended, includes the
project construction schedule, a description of projects to be constructed, financial obligations
of the developer and financial and administrative support from the City. The complete
Development Agreement is attached hereto as Exhibit C.

The City conducted a study to determine whether the public benefits derived from the District
will exceed the costs and that the income from the District, together with other sources of
revenue, would be sufficient to pay for the public improvements to be undertaken in the
District. A copy of the analysis is attached hereto as Exhibit B. the analysis estimates the
property tax revenues that will be generated from the District, less existing property taxes, to
determine the revenue stream available to support reimbursement to the Developer for all or a
portion of the costs of financing the public infrastructure. The estimates indicate that the
revenue realized from the project would be adequate to pay all or a significant portion of the
eligible costs.

EAST CAMBRIDGE SQUARE PHASE 2

THIS DEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT (hereinafter “Agreement”), entered into this day of
June, 2013, by and between the CITY OF GARDEN CITY, Kansas, a municipal corporation of the State of
Kansas (hereinafter “City”), and East Cambridge LLC (hereinafter “Developer”).

RECITALS

A. WHEREAS, City and Developer (hereinafter “Parties”) desire to memorialize their intent with
respect to their obligations and responsibilities for the construction of a residential
development to be known as “East Cambridge Square Phase 2” (hereinafter “the
Development”); and,

B. WHEREAS, Developer is the title owner of real property located within the boundaries of City
and described on Exhibit A, further described as East Cambridge Square Phase 2 Project,
attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference (hereinafter “the Property”); and,

C. WHEREAS, Developer desires to develop the Property by construction of single family
residences, duplexes, and all related internal infrastructure improvements, all as more fully
described herein; and,

D. WHEREAS, City has determined that the construction of the Development will foster the
economic development of City and surrounding area of Finney County, Kansas; and,

E. WHEREAS, the Parties hereto are authorized to enter into this Agreement and to complete the
responsibilities set forth herein.

AGREEMENT

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the premises and promises contained herein and other
good and valuable consideration, the adequacy and sufficiency of which are hereby acknowledged, the
Parties hereto agree as follows:

ARTICLE |
DEFINITIONS

1.1 Definitions. As used in this Agreement, the following words and terms shall have the meaning set
forth below:

Agreement—means this Development Agreement, as the same may be from time to time modified,
amended or supplemented in writing by the Parties hereto.

City—means the City of Garden City, Kansas



Concept Site Plan—means the site development plan prepared by a licensed professional engineer, or
firm thereof, acceptable to City, attached as Exhibit C hereto and incorporated herein by reference,
depicting the conceptual program for construction of the Development Project and the Public
Improvements.

Construction Plans—means plans, drawings, specifications and related documents, and construction
schedules for the construction of the Work, together with all supplements, amendments or corrections.

Developer—means East Cambridge LLC or permitted successors or assigns in interest.

Development Area—means the collective areas described in Exhibit B attached hereto and
incorporated herein by reference.

Development Costs—means the total amount spent or expected to be spent by Developer to construct
the Work.

Development Project—means quality multi-family residences to be constructed in the Development
Area in accordance with the Concept Site Plan.

Governing Body—means the City Commission of Garden City, Kansas.

Internal Infrastructure Improvements—means the water, sanitary sewer, electricimprovements
necessary for the Development and located within the boundaries of the Development Area, including
engineering costs, any costs of right-of-way and appurtenances related thereto, as set forth on the
approved plat for the Development, all as more specifically described on Exhibit D attached hereto and
incorporated herein by this reference.

Material Change—shall mean any change in the Concept Site Plan that significantly affects the nature of
the Public Improvements, the number of Units, or increases/decreases the cost of the Development
Project by twenty-five thousand dollars ($25,000.00) or more for each change.

Mayor—means the Mayor of Garden City, Kansas or his duly authorized agent.

Plans and Specifications—means the plans and specifications for the Public Improvements prepared by
a licensed professional engineer, or firm thereof, acceptable to City.

Project Costs—means all costs associated with the completion of the Public Improvement and all
associated legal, engineering, and other soft costs as described on the cost estimates set forth on Exhibit
D attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference.

Property—means the real property (including but not limited to fee interests, leasehold interests,
tenant-in-common interests, and such other like or similar interests) on which the Development Project
will be located, more specifically described in Exhibit A attached hereto and incorporated by this
reference.



Public Improvements—means the electric, sewer, and water improvements which will be owned,
operated and maintained by the City of Garden City.

Related Third Party—means any party related to the Developer by one of the relationships described in
Section 267(b) of the United States Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended and any successor
entity in which the principals of the Developer (either individually or collectively) or Developer own or
control no less than fifty percent (50%) of the voting interest in such successor entity.

Rural Housing Incentive District—means a rural housing incentive district to be created by the City for
the Development Project pursuant to the Kansas Rural Housing Incentive District Act.

Substantial Completion—means the stage in the progress of the Work when the Work or designated
portions thereof is sufficiently complete in accordance with the Construction Plans, excepting all punch
list items so that Developer can occupy or utilize the Work for its intended purpose.

Unit—means each individual apartment unit in a multi-family residence development.

Work—means all work necessary to prepare the Property and to construct the Development Project and
the Public Improvements, including; (1) demolition and removal of certain existing improvements
located on the Property; (2) construction, reconstruction and/or relocation of utilities; (3) construction
of the multi-family residences and structures, including surface parking facilities, and screening and site
landscaping on the Property, as described in the Concept Site Plan; and (4) all other Work described in
the Concept Site Plan, or reasonably necessary to effectuate the intent of this Agreement.

ARTICLE Il
RURAL HOUSING INCENTIVE DISTRICT

2.1 PRELIMINARY RESOLUTION. Governing Body has heretofore adopted Resolution No. 2506-2012
on October 16, 2012, which made certain findings pursuant to the Rural Housing Incentive District Act,
relative to the need for housing in City and declaring intent to establish Rural Housing Incentive Districts
within City, which would include the Property.

2.2 DEPARTMENT OF COMMERCE FINDING. Pursuant to the resolution described in Section 2.1
hereof, City caused to be prepared a Housing Needs Analysis and forwarded the same with said
resolution, to the Kansas Secretary of Commerce. On November 27, 2012, the Kansas Secretary of
Commerce issued a letter to City making certain findings required by the Rural Housing Incentive District
Act, and approved City’s ability to establish a Rural Housing Incentive District.

2.3 FURTHER PROCEEDINGS. The City has caused to be prepared a Development Plan in accordance
with the provisions of the Rural Housing Incentive District Act, adopted a resolution calling a public
hearing relative to such Development Plan, conducted a public hearing, and will pass an ordinance
approving the Development Plan and establish a Rural Housing Incentive District that includes the
Property. The Rural Housing Incentive District will be deemed to be established at the time said



ordinance is passed by the Governing Body. The Parties acknowledge that the creation of the Rural
Housing Incentive District is subject to nullification in the manner set forth in K.S.A. 12-5246

ARTICLE IlI
CONSTRUCTION OF THE PROJECT AND INTERNAL INFRASTRUCTURE IMPROVEMENTS

3.1 Development Project Construction Schedule. Developer shall commence construction of the
Development Project and Internal Infrastructure Improvements within the Development Area, not more
than sixty (60) days after the Rural Housing Incentive District ordinance is passed by the Governing Body.
Developer will diligently pursue Substantial Completion of the Development Project.

3.2 CONSTRUCTION OF THE DEVELOPMENT PROJECT. Developer shall construct the
Development Project in a good and workmanlike manner in accordance with the terms of this
Agreement and as set forth in the Construction Plans.

3.2.1 CONSTRUCTION CONTRACTS; INSURANCE. Developer may enter into one or more
construction contracts to compete the Development Project. Prior to the commencement of
construction of the Development Project, Developer shall obtain or shall require that any such
contractor obtains workers’ compensation, comprehensive public liability and builder’s risk insurance as
provided in Section 5.8 hereof and shall deliver evidence of such insurance to City. Developer shall
require that the insurance required is maintained by any such contractor for the duration of the
construction of the Development Project of part thereof, if such contract relates to less than all of the
Development Project. If Developer serves as general contractor for the Development Project, Developer
shall not charge more for such services than a third-party contractor would customarily charge for such
services.

3.3 CONCEPT SITE PLAN. Developer, at its cost, has had prepared a Concept Site Plan. Said
Concept Site plan is hereby approved by the Parties. Developer shall promptly notify City in writing of
any Material Changes to the Concept Site Plan at least thirty (30) days prior to the implementation of
any such Material Change, including a description of the Material Change and reasons therefore. During
the progress of the Work, Developer may make changes to the Concept Site Plan or any aspect thereof
as site conditions or other issues of feasibility may dictate or as may be necessary or desirable in the
sole determination of Developer to enhance the economic viability of the Development Project
provided, however, that Developer may not make Material Changes to the Public Improvements or
reduce the number of Units on the Concept Site Plan without the advance written consent of City.

3.4 CONSTRUCTION OF INTERNAL INFRASTRUCTURE IMPROVEMENTS. Developer shall construct, at its
cost, the Internal Infrastructure Improvements in a good and workmanlike manner in accordance with
the Plans and Specifications approved by City consistent with the construction of the Development
Project so that the Substantial Completion of the Internal Infrastructure Improvements associated with
the Development Project shall be completed on or before Substantial Completion of the Development
Project.



3.4.1 ACQUISITION OF EASEMENTS, PERMITS. Developer is responsible for securing
any rights-of-way and/or easement rights from private parties necessary to improve or build the Internal
Infrastructure Improvements and City will cooperate with Developer with respect to any such
acquisition. All costs associated with the acquisition of rights-of-way and/or easements shall be
considered a Project Cost. City shall cooperate with Developer in obtaining all necessary permits for
construction of the Internal Infrastructure Improvements.

3.4.2 CONSTRUCTION CONTRACTS; INSURANCE. Developer may enter into one or more
construction contracts to compete the Work for the Internal Infrastructure Improvements. Prior to the
commencement of construction of the Internal Infrastructure Improvements, Developer shall obtain or
shall require that any such contractor obtains workers’ compensation, comprehensive public liability
and builder’s risk insurance coverage as provided in Section 5.8 hereof and shall deliver evidence of such
insurance to City. Developer shall require that the insurance required is maintained by any such
contractor for the duration of the construction of the Internal Infrastructure Improvements or part
thereof, if such contract relates to less than all of the Internal Infrastructure Improvements. If Developer
serves as general contractor for the Internal Infrastructure Improvements, Developer shall not charge
more for such services than a third-party contractor would customarily charge for such services.

3.4.3 CERTIFICATION OF SUBSTANTIAL COMPLETION. Promptly after Substantial Completion
of the Work with respect to the Internal Infrastructure Improvements and/or Public Improvements, or a
phase thereof, in accordance with the provisions of this Agreement, Developer will furnish to City a
Certificate of Substantial Completion in the form attached hereto as Exhibit E. City shall, within thirty
(30) days following delivery of each Certificate of Substantial Completion, carry out such inspections as it
deems necessary to verify reasonable satisfaction with, and the accuracy of, the certifications contained
in each Certificate of Substantial Completion. Each Certificate of Substantial Completion shall be
deemed accepted by City unless, prior to the end of such thirty (30) day period after delivery to City of
each Certificate of Substantial Completion, City furnishes Developer with specific written objections to
the status of the Work, describing such objections and the written objections to the status of the Work,
describing such objections and the measures required to correct such objections in reasonable detail. At
Substantial Completion of the Internal Infrastructure Improvements, Developer will dedicate to City, and
City will accept, title to the Public Improvements designated on Exhibit D. Following said dedication, City
will be responsible, at its sole cost and expense, for all operating and capital costs for the dedicated
Internal Infrastructure Improvements from that date forward, and shall maintain the dedicated Internal
Infrastructure Improvements in a manner consistent with similar public improvements in city.
Notwithstanding the foregoing, Developer may, at its sole discretion and expense, enhance the
maintenance of operation of the Internal Infrastructure Improvements for the betterment of the
Development Project.



ARTICLE IV
FINANCING OBLIGATIONS

4.1 FINANCING OF PUBLIC IMPROVEMENTS. All costs of the Internal Infrastructure
Improvements shall be paid in cash or finance by Developer. City agrees to pay to Developer, in
reimbursement of all or a portion of the Project Costs, those amounts paid to the Treasurer of the City,
as a result of this Project, pursuant to K.S.A. 12-5250 (b)(2)(A). These payments shall be made within
thirty (30) days of receipt of such funds from the County Treasurer beginning in 2013 and shall continue
until such time as the Project Costs have been fully reimbursed to Developer, but not to exceed fifteen
(15) years from the date of the establishment of the Rural Housing Incentive District. City shall have no
liability and/or responsibility to Developer for any payment greater than the amounts received from the
Finney County Treasurer as mandated in K.S.A. 12-5250(b)(2)(A).

ARTICLE V
GENERAL PROVISIONS

5.1 CITY’S RIGHT TO TERMINATE. In addition to all other rights of termination as provided herein,
City may terminate this Agreement at any time if Developer defaults in or breaches any material
provision of this Agreement and fails to cure such default or breach within thirty (30) days after receipt
of written notice from City of such default or breach.

5.2 DEVELOPER’S RIGHT TO TERMINATE. In addition to all other rights of termination as provided
herein, Developer may terminate this Agreement at any time if City defaults in or breaches any material
provision of this Agreement (including any City default under Article IV hereof) and fails to cure such
default or breach within thirty (30) days after receipt of written notice from Developer of such default or
breach.

5.3 SUCCESSORS AND ASSIGNS.

a. This agreement shall be binding on and shall inure to the benefit of the Parties named herein
and their respective heirs, administrators, executors, personal representatives, agents,
successors and assigns.

b. Without limiting the generality of the foregoing, all or any part of the Property or any interest
therein may be sold, transferred, encumbered, leased, or otherwise disposed of at any time, and
the rights of Developer named herein or any successors in interest under this Agreement or any
part hereof may be assigned at any time before, during or after completion of the Development
Project, whereupon the Party disposing of its interest in the Property or assigning its interest
under this Agreement shall be thereafter released from further obligation under this Agreement
(although prior to Substantial Completion of the Improvements to such Property so disposed of
or to which such interest pertains shall remain subject to the terms and conditions of this
Agreement); provided, however, that the buyer, transferee or assignee shall be financially
solvent as demonstrated to City.

Until Substantial Completion of the Development Project has occurred, the obligations of
Developer under this Agreement may not be assigned in whole or in part without the prior
written approval of City, which approval shall not be unreasonably withheld, conditioned, or
delayed upon a reasonable demonstration by Developer of the proposed assignee’s experience
and financial capability to undertake and complete all portions of the Work with respect to the
Development Project, all in accordance with this Agreement. Notwithstanding the foregoing,
Developer may be permitted to subcontract the construction of any portion of the Development
Project without the consent of City as long as Developer remains liable therefore hereunder.
Notwithstanding anything herein to the contrary, City hereby approves, and no prior consent
shall be required in connection with, (a) the right of Developer to encumber or collaterally
assign its interest in the Property or any portion thereof or any interest in the Agreement to
secure loans, advances or extensions of credit to finance or from time to time refinance all or
any part of the Development Project Costs, or the right of the holder of any such encumbrance
or transferee of any such collateral assignment; (b) the right of Developer to assign Developer’s
rights, duties and obligations under the Agreement to a Related Party; or (c) the right of
Developer to sell or lease individual portions of the Property in the ordinary course of the
development of the Development Project; provided that in each such event Developer named
herein shall remain liable hereunder for the Substantial Completion of the Development Project,
and shall be released from such liability hereunder only upon Substantial Completion of the
Development Project.

REMEDIES. Except as otherwise provided in this Agreement and subject to Developer’s and
City’s respective rights of termination, in the event of any breach of any term or condition of this
Agreement by either Party, or any successor, the breaching Party (or successor) shall, upon
written notice from the other Party specifying such claimed breach, proceed immediately to
cure or remedy such breach, and, shall, in any event, within thirty (30) days after receipt of
notice, cure or remedy such default. If the breach shall not be cured or remedied, the aggrieved
Party may hold the breaching Party in default of this Agreement and there upon may institute
such proceedings as may be necessary or desirable in its opinion to cure and remedy such
default or breach, including, but not limited to proceedings to compel specific performance by
the defaulting or breaching Party, withholding funds received pursuant to K.S.A. 12-
5250(b)(2)(A) and/or repeal of the ordinance establishing the Rural Housing Incentive District.
For purposes of this Section 5.4, no Party may be deemed in default of this Agreement unless
and until it has received notice of any claimed breach and has been given an opportunity to cure
the same.

FORCE MAIJEURE. Neither City nor Developer nor any successor in interests shall be
considered in breach or default of their respective obligations under this Agreement, and times
for performance of obligations hereunder shall be extended in the event of any delay caused by
force majeure, including, without limitation, damage or destruction by fire or casualty; strike;
lockout; civil disorder; act of terror; war; restrictive government regulations; lack of issuance of
any permits and/or legal authorization by any governmental entity necessary for the Developer

to proceed with construction of the Work or any portion thereof, shortage of delay in shipment
of material or fuel; acts of God; unusually adverse weather or soil conditions; unforeseen site
conditions that render the site economically or physically undevelopable (as a result of
additional cost or delay), or any other cause or contingency similarly; or other causes beyond
the Parties’ reasonable control, including but not limited to, any litigation, court order or
judgment resulting from any litigation affecting the validity of this Agreement; provided that
such event of force majeure shall not be deemed to exist as to any matter initiated or
unreasonably sustained by Developer, and further provided that Developer notifies city in
writhing within thirty (30) days of the commencement of such claimed event of force majeure.

NOTICES. Any notice, demand or other communication required by this Agreement to be
given by either Party hereto to the other shall be in writing and shall be sufficiently given or
delivered if dispatched by certified United State first class mail, postage prepaid, or delivered
personally,

CONFLICT OF INTEREST. No member of the Governing Body or any branch of City’s
government who has any power of review or approval of any of Developer’s undertakings, or of
City’s contracting for goods or services for the Development, shall participate in any decisions
relating thereto which affect that member’s personal interests or the interests of any
corporation or partnership in which that member is directly or indirectly interested. Any person
having such interests shall immediately, upon knowledge of such possible conflict, disclose, in
writing, to the Governing Body the nature of such interest and seek a determination by the
Governing Body with respect to such interest and, in the meantime, shall not participate in any

actions or discussions relating to the activities herein proscribed. City represents to Developer

that no such conflicts of interest exist as of the date hereof.

Comprehensive general liability insurance (including operations, operations of
subcontractors, completed operations and contractual liability insurance)
together with an owner’s contractor’s policy, with limits against bodily injury
and property damage of not less than Five Million Dollars ($5,000,000.00) for all
claims arising out of a single accident or occurrence and Two Million Dollars
(52,000,000.00) for any one person in a single accident or occurrence (to
accomplish the above required limits, an umbrella excess liability policy may be
used); and

Workers Compensation insurance, with statutorily required coverage.

The policies of insurance required pursuant to clauses (i.) and (ii.) above shall be in form

and content reasonably satisfactory to City and shall be placed with financially sound

and reputable insurers licensed to transact business in the State of Kansas with general

policy holder’s rating of not less than A- and a financial rating of A- as rated in the most

current available “Best’s” insurance reports. The policy of insurance delivered pursuant

to clause (i.) above shall contain an agreement of the insurer to give not less than thirty

(30) days advance written notice to the City in the event of cancellation of such policy or

change affecting the coverage thereunder. All policies of insurance required pursuant to

this section shall name City as an additional insured. Developer shall deliver to City

evidence of all insurance to be maintained hereunder.

Developer shall allow City and its employees, agents and representatives to

inspect, upon request, all architectural, engineering, demolition, construction and other contracts and

documents pertaining to the construction of the Work as City determines is reasonable and necessary to

verify Developer’s compliance with the terms of this Agreement.



5.10 CHOICE OF LAW. This Agreement shall be deemed to have been fully executed, made by
the Parties in, and governed by the laws of State of Kansas for all purposes and intents.

5.11 ENTIRE AGREEMENT: AMENDMENT. The Parties agree that this Agreement and the
Development Plan constitute the entire agreement between the Parties and that no other agreements
or representations other than those contained in this Agreement have been made by the Parties. This
Agreement shall be amended only in writing and effective when signed by the authorized agents of the
Parties.

5.12 COUNTERPARTS. This Agreement is executed in multiple counterparts, each of which
shall constitute one and the same instruments.

5.13  SEVERABILITY. If any term or provision of this Agreement is held to be unenforceable by a court
of competent jurisdiction, the remainder shall continue in full force and effect, to the extent the
remainder can be given effect without the invalid provision.

5.14 REPRESENTATIVES NOT PERSONALLY LIABLE. No elected or appointed official, agent,
employee or representative of City shall be personally liable to Developer in the event of any default or
breach by any Party under this Agreement or for any amount which may become due to any Party or on
any obligations under the terms of this Agreement.

5.15 LEGAL ACTIONS. If a third party brings an action against city, or any officials, agents,
employees or representatives thereof contesting the validity or legality of any of the terms of this
Agreement, or the ordinance approving this Agreement, Developer may, at Developer’s option but only
with City’s consent, assume the defense of such claim or action (including without limitation, to settle or
compromise any claim or action for which Developer has assumed the defense) with counsel of
Developer’s choosing. The Parties expressly agree that so long as no conflicts of interest exist between
them, the same attorney or attorneys may simultaneously represent City and Developer in any such
proceeding; provided, Developer and its counsel shall consult with City throughout the course of any
such action and Developer shall pay all reasonable and necessary costs incurred by City in connection
with such action. If such defense is assumed by Developer, all costs of any such action incurred by City
shall be promptly paid by Developer. If City refuses to permit Developer to assume the defense of any
action, then costs incurred by City shall be paid by City.

5.16 RELEASE AND INDEMNIFICATION. The indemnifications and covenants contained in this
Section 5.16 shall survive termination or expiration of this Agreement and shall be specifically subject to
the limitation of subsection 5.16.7 of this Agreement.

5.16.1 Notwithstanding anything herein to the contrary, City and its Governing Body members,
officers, agents, servants, employees and independent contractors shall not be liable to
Developer for damages or otherwise in the event that any ordinance, order or resolution
adopted in connection with this Agreement is declared invalid or unconstitutional in whole or in
part by the final (as to which all rights of appeal have expired or have been exhausted) judgment



of any court of competent jurisdiction, and by reason thereof either City is prevented from
performing any of the covenants and agreements herein or Developer is prevented from
enjoying the rights and privileges hereof.

5.16.2 Developer releases from, agrees to indemnify and hold harmless City, its Governing
Body members, officers, agents, servants and employees against, and covenants and agrees that
City and its Governing Body members, officers, agents, servants, employees and independent
contractors shall not be liable for, any loss or damage to property or any injury to or death of
any person occurring at or about or resulting from any defect in the acquisition of the Property
or construction of the Work including any and all claims arising from the acquisition of the
Property, including, but not limited to, location of hazardous wastes, hazardous materials or
other environmental contaminants on the Property, including all costs of defense, including
attorney’s fees, except for those matters rising out of the willful and/or wanton negligence of
City and its governing body members, officers, agents, servants, and employees.

5.16.3 City and its Governing Body members, officers, agents, servants and employees shall not
be liable for any damage or injury to the persons or property of Developer or its officers, agents,
servants or employees or any other person who may be about the Property or the Work except
for matters arising out of the willful and/or wanton negligence of City and its Governing Body
members, officers, agents, servants and employees.

5.16.4 All covenants, stipulations, promises, agreements and obligations of City contained
herein shall be deemed to be the covenants, stipulations, promises, agreements and obligations
of City and not of any of its Governing Body members, officers, agents, servants or employees in
their individual capacities.

5.16.5 No official, employee or representative of City shall be personally liable to Developer in
the event of a default or breach by any Party to this Agreement.

5.16.6 Developer releases from and covenants and agrees the City, its Governing Body
members, officers, employees, agents and independent contractors shall not be liable for, and
agrees to indemnify and hold City, its Governing Body, members, officers, employees, agents
and independent contractors harmless from and against any and all suits, interest, claims and
cost of attorney fees incurred by any of them, resulting from, arising out of, or in any way
connected with: (1) the Development Project or its approval, (2) the construction of the Work,
(3) the negligence or willful misconduct of Developer, its employees, agents or independent
contractors in connection with the management, development, and construction of the Work,
(4) the compliance by Developer with all applicable state, federal and local environmental laws,
regulations, ordinances and orders, (5) underground storage tanks located on or about the
Property, (6) friable asbestos or asbestos-containing materials at, on, or in the Property, (7) the
operation of all or any part of the Property, or the condition of the Property, including, without
limitation, any environmental cost or liability, or (8) negotiations, inspections, acquisitions,
preparations, construction, leasing, operations, and other activities of Developer or its agents in



connection with or leading to the Development Project or the Property; except that the
foregoing release and indemnification shall not apply in the case of such liability arising directly
out of the willful and/or wanton negligence of City or its authorized Governing Body members,
officers, employees and agents or which arises out of matters undertaken by city following
termination of this Agreement as Development Project or portion thereof.

5.17 COST OF THE LEGAL FEES. Upon execution of this Agreement, Developer shall reimburse
City for all legal and professional Costs, fees and expenses incurred by City with regard to the
preparation of this Agreement and any and all other Ordinances, Resolutions or other documents
necessary for implementation of the Rural Health Incentive District as well as for representation and
appearances of legal counsel at any hearings or proceedings required to implement the Rural Housing
Incentive District or the Project. All such reimbursement paid by Developers shall be considered Project
Costs.

5.18 SURVIVAL. Notwithstanding the expiration, termination or breach of this Agreement by
either Party, the agreements contained in Section 5.16 of this Agreement shall, except as otherwise
expressly set forth herein, survive such expiration, termination or breach of this Agreement by Parties
hereto.

ARTICLE VI
REPRESENTATIONS OF THE PARTIES

6.1 REPRESENTATIONS OF CITY.  City hereby represents and warrants that to the best of its
collective knowledge and belief it has full constitutional and lawful right, power and authority, under
current applicable law, to execute and deliver and perform the terms and obligations of the Agreement,
and all of the foregoing have been or will be, duly and validly authorized and approved by all necessary
city proceedings, findings and actions. Accordingly, this Agreement constitutes the legal, valid and
binding obligation of City, enforceable in accordance with its terms.

6.2 REPRESENTATIONS OF DEVELOPER. Developer hereby represents and warrants it has full
corporate power to execute and Deliver and perform the terms and obligations of this Agreement and
all of the foregoing has been duly and validly authorized by all necessary corporate proceedings. This
Agreement constitutes the legal, valid and binding obligation of Developer, enforceable in accordance
with its terms.

City, Kansas Municipal Court. Each statute contains language that can be construed as
permissive in nature and in turn allow a judge (either at the municipal level or on appeal at the
District Court level) to disregard the minimum mandatory sentences as established by the
Governing Body. This argument was identified during a recent appeal, wherein a Finney County
District Judge indicated he read K.S.A. 12-4509 to allow for a judge to parole a defendant at any
time, regardless of the existence of a minimum mandatory sentence.

In order to alleviate the possible issue described above, the proposed Charter Ordinances
remove the permissive language from both K.S.A. 12-4509 and 12-4511 (the existing statutes are
attached hereto as Exhibits “A1” and “A2") and replace the same with instructive language. This
instructive language requires any person convicted of a City ordinance with a minimum
mandatory jail sentence to serve said sentence before any granting of parole, probation, or
alternative sentencing disposition. The intention with this modification is to remove any discretion
in sentencing until such time as the person has served the minimum mandatory sentences. For
illustrative purposes the added and/or modified language of the proposed ordinances has been
highlighted in Exhibits “B1” and “B2”, attached hereto.

The Governing Body has the requisite authority to opt out of the existing municipal court
procedures enumerated in K.S.A. 12-4509 and 12-4511 via charter ordinance. This ability exists
as a result of the municipal court procedures not being uniformly applicable to all cities across the
state.

In the alternative, the Governing Body can choose to allow the state statutes, referenced
above, to remain in place. The concern with this approach being the possibility of a judge
choosing to not enforce the existing minimum mandatory sentences because he or she considers
the language of K.S.A. 12-4509 and 12-4511 to be permissive. Given the recent opinion of a
Finney County District Judge, this is likely to continue to be an issue if left unresolved.

My recommendation to the Governing Body is to approve the charter ordinances as
drafted, as the modified language eliminates any argument that the minimum mandatory
sentences (as voted on and enacted by the Governing Body) are not required to be enforced prior
to parole, probation or suspension of a jail sentence being granted. Inherent in the phrase
“minimum mandatory sentence” is that the same be served before any other possible disposition
is reached.

Currentness

The municipal judge may parole any person confined to jail as a result of a conviction of a violation of a city ordinance. The
judge may set such conditions and restrictions as the judge sees fit to impose for a term of parole not exceeding two years and
may at any time discharge such person for good cause shown. The term of parole ordered by the court is subject to renewal and
extension for additional periods not exceeding an additional two years for any misdemeanor case upon the municipal court's
finding that the defendant has not yet successfully completed the conditions imposed therein within the original term of such
parole.

After notice and hearing, the municipal judge may revoke such parole for violation of conditions by directing the chief of police
to execute the sentence and again confine the accused person to jail for the time specified by the court, which shall not exceed
the initial jail sentence imposed, less the time served.

CHARTER ORDINANCE NO. 28

A CHARTER ORDINANCE EXEMPTING THE CITY OF GARDEN CITY,
KANSAS, FROM THE PROVISIONS OF K.S.A. 12-4509, WHICH
ESTABLISHES POSSIBLE SENTENCING DISPOSITIONS FOR
PERSONS FOUND GUILTY OF THE VIOLATION OF A CITY
ORDINANCE; PROVIDING FOR SUBSTITUTE PROVISIONS ON THE
SAME SUBJECT.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Governing Body of the City of Garden City, Kansas:

SECTION 1. Exemption from statute

The City of Garden City, Kansas (City), under the authority of Article 12, Section 5 of the
Constitution of the State of Kansas, hereby elects to exempt itself from and to make inapplicable
to it, the provisions of K.S.A. 12-4509, which applies to the City, but does not apply uniformly to
all cities, establishing possible sentencing dispositions for persons found guilty of the violation
of a City ordinance. The City, through enactment of this charter ordinance, shall establish a
substitute to K.S.A. 12-4509.

SECTION 2. What sentencing dispositions may be ordered by the municipal judge

(a) Whenever a person is found guilty of the violation of a City ordinance, the municipal judge
shall require the person to serve the minimum mandatory jail sentence, if any, as
established by the governing body of the City, in the confinement of jail.

(b) Subsequent to the person found guilty of the violation of a City ordinance serving the
minimum mandatory sentence, if any, the municipal judge may:

(1) Release the person without imposition of sentence;

(2) Release the person on probation after the imposition of sentence, without
imprisonment or the payment of a fine or a portion thereof, subject to conditions
imposed by the court as provided in subsection (f);

(3) Impose such sentence of fine or imprisonment, or both, as authorized for the
ordinance violation; or

(4) Impose a sentence of house arrest as provided in K.S.A. 21-6609, and
amendments thereto.

(c) In addition to or in lieu of any other sentence authorized by law, whenever a person is
found guilty of the violation of a City ordinance and there is evidence that the act
constituting the violation of the ordinance was substantially related to the possession, use
or ingestion of cereal malt beverage or alcoholic liquor by such person, the judge may
order such person to attend and satisfactorily complete an alcohol or drug education or

training program certified by the chief judge of the judicial district or licensed by the
secretary for aging and disability services.

Except as provided in subsection (e), in addition to or in lieu of any other sentence
authorized by law, whenever a person is convicted of having violated, while under 21
years of age, a City ordinance prohibiting an act prohibited by K.S.A. 21-5701 through 21-
5717, and amendments thereto, or K.S.A. 8-1599, 41-719 or 41-727, and amendments
thereto, the municipal judge shall order such person to submit to and complete an alcohol
and drug evaluation by a community-based alcohol and drug safety action program
certified pursuant to K.S.A. 8-1008, and amendments thereto, and to pay a fee not to
exceed the fee established by that statute for such evaluation. If the judge finds that the
person is indigent, the fee may be waived.

If the person is 18 or more years of age but less than 21 years of age and is convicted of
a violation of K.S.A. 41-727, and amendments thereto, involving cereal malt beverage,
the provisions of subsection (d) are permissive and not mandatory.

In addition to any other sentence authorized by law, whenever a person is convicted of
any criminal offense, the municipal judge shall determine whether the defendant
committed a domestic violence offense as defined in K.S.A. 21-5111, and amendments
thereto, and shall sentence the defendant pursuant to K.S.A. 22-4616, and amendments
thereto.

Subsequent to requiring a person who is found guilty of the violation of a City ordinance
serving the minimum mandatory jail sentence as addressed above in sub-section (a), the
court may impose any conditions of probation or suspension of sentence that the court
deems proper, including, but not limited to, requiring the defendant:

1) Avoid such injurious or vicious habits, as directed by the court or the probation
officer;

2) Avoid such persons or places of disreputable or harmful character, as directed by
the court or the probation officer;

3) Report to the probation officer as directed;

4) Permit the probation officer to visit the defendant at home or elsewhere;
5) Work faithfully at suitable employment insofar as possible;

6) Remain within the state unless the court grants permission to leave;

7) Pay afine or costs, applicable to the ordinance violation, in one or several sums
and in the manner as directed by the court;

8) Support the defendant’s dependents;

9) Reside in a residential facility located in the community and participate in
educational counseling, work and other correctional or rehabilitative programs;

A
defendant who has been required to pay such sum and who is not willfully in default in the
payment thereof may at any time petition the court which sentenced the defendant to
waive payment of such sum or of any unpaid portion thereof. If it appears to the
satisfaction of the court that payment of the amount due will impose manifest hardship on
the defendant or the defendant’s immediate family, the court may waive payment of all or
part of the amount due or modify the method of payment.

SECTION 3. Publication

This charter ordinance shall be published once each week for two (2) consecutive weeks

in The Garden City Telegram, the official city newspaper.

SECTION 4. Effective Date

This is a charter ordinance, and it shall take effect sixty-one (61) days after final

publication, unless a sufficient petition for a referendum is filed and a referendum held on the
charter ordinance as provided in Article 12, Section 5, Subsection (c)(3) of the Constitution of the
State of Kansas, in which case this charter ordinance shall become effective if approved by a
majority of the electors voting thereon.

CHARTER ORDINANCE NO. 29

A CHARTER ORDINANCE EXEMPTING THE CITY OF GARDEN CITY,

BE IT ORDAINED by the Governing Body of the City of Garden City, Kansas:

SECTION 1. Exemption from statute

The City of Garden City, Kansas (City), under the authority of Article 12, Section 5 of the
Constitution of the State of Kansas, hereby elects to exempt itself from and to make inapplicable
to it, the provisions of K.S.A. 12-4511, which applies to the City, but does not apply uniformly to
all cities, establishing when the municipal judge may parole persons confined to jail as a result
of a conviction of a violation of a City ordinance. The City, through enactment of this charter
ordinance, shall establish a substitute to K.S.A. 12-4511.

SECTION 2. When the municipal judge may parole persons confined to jail

The municipal judge shall not parole any person confined to jail as a result of a conviction
of a violation of a City ordinance until such time as that person has served the entire minimum
mandatory sentence as established by the governing body of the City. Subsequent to the
defendant serving the entire minimum mandatory sentence in the confinement of jail, the
municipal judge may parole said defendant, setting such conditions and restrictions as the judge
sees fit to impose for a term of parole not exceeding two (2) years and may at any time discharge
such person for good cause shown. The term of parole ordered by the court is subject to renewal
and extension for additional periods not exceeding an additional two (2) years for any
misdemeanor case upon the municipal court’s finding that the defendant has not yet successfully
completed the conditions imposed therein within the original term of such parole.

After notice and hearing, the municipal judge may revoke such parole for violation of
conditions by directing the chief of police to execute the sentence and again confine the accused
person to jail for the time specified by the court, which shall not exceed the initial jail sentence
imposed, less the time served.

SECTION 3. Publication

This charter ordinance shall be published once each week for two (2) consecutive weeks
in The Garden City Telegram, the official city newspaper.

This is a charter ordinance, and it shall take effect sixty-one (61) days after final
publication, unless a sufficient petition for a referendum is filed and a referendum held on the
charter ordinance as provided in Article 12, Section 5, Subsection (c)(3) of the Constitution of the
State of Kansas, in which case this charter ordinance shall become effective if approved by a
majority of the electors voting thereon.

RE: Consideration of a proposed Settlement Agreement between the

City of Garden City, Kansas (“City”) and Mt. Zion Church of God in
Christ (“Mt. Zion”)

As the Governing Body is aware, the City is named as a Defendant in an
ongoing lawsuit in Federal District Court regarding the precluded uses of 606 N. Main
Street, Garden City, Kansas (the “Premises”). At this time, a proposed Settlement
Agreement is being drafted by the City’s Insurance Counsel, Michael Seck (“Insurance
Counsel”). The proposed Settlement Agreement is before the Governing Body for its
consideration and approval. Essentially, the Settlement Agreement provides a
resolution to the lawsuit with the Plaintiff, Mt. Zion Church of God in Christ.

Pursuant to the proposed terms of the Settlement Agreement, Mt. Zion would
receive a settlement payment from the City in the amount of $25,000. Further, upon
the approval and execution of the Settlement Agreement, a permanent Order from
the Federal District Court would go into effect wherein Mt. Zion would be allowed to
maintain its use of the Premises as a Church. No liability will be attributed to the City
should it enter into this Settlement Agreement.

Finally, the Settlement Agreement (including the terms enumerated above)
has not been finalized by Insurance Counsel as of the date of this Memorandum.
However, it will either be available for the Governing Body’s review at the January
20, 2015 meeting or this item will be removed from the agenda and reconsidered at
the next meeting.

The Governing Body has the following alternative to the approval of the
Settlement Agreement:

e Deny the Settlement Agreement and pursue the matter via litigation in
Federal District Court.

It is the recommendation of both the City Attorney and Insurance Counsel that
the City Commission approve the Settlement Agreement.

In the event the Settlement Agreement is approved, Travelers Insurance will
invoice the City for its $25,000 deductible.

RE: Garden City Wind Facility Use Agreement and Ordinance adding Clint Lightner
Baseball field to the list of public facilities under Section 6-35 (b) and 6-133 (b)
of the City code, thereby allowing beer to be sold and consumed at Garden City
Wind baseball games.

Issue

The Governing Body is asked to consider and approve two matters on the January 20,
2015 agenda related to accommodating a Pecos League of Professional Baseball Team in
Garden City.

Background

Discussions began in late 2014 with the Pecos League of Professional Baseball regarding
moving one of their eight teams to Garden City, KS. They were specifically interested in
play at Clint Lightner baseball field as it was consistent with other fields in other League
cities.

The Garden City Recreation Commission programs Clint Lightner, but it is a City owned
facility. Therefore, Staff asked GCRC to work with the Pecos League to see if existing uses
(GCHS baseball and GCRC programed youth baseball) could accommodate the addition of
a Pecos League of Professional Baseball team schedule. The parties were able to work
out a schedule, and the attached agreement reflects the other terms of the Pecos
League’s use.

One of the necessary elements of the agreement allows the Pecos League of Professional
Baseball to sell beer at games. In order to accomplish this, City Attorney Randy Grisell
has prepared an Ordinance for your consideration which identifies Clint Lightner Baseball
Field to the list of public facilities under Section 6-35 (b) and 6-133 (b), thereby allowing
beer to be sold and consumed at Pecos League of Professional Baseball games.

If approved, the name of the team will be the Garden City Wind and they will begin play
in May 2015.

Alternatives
1. Approve the Ordinance and agreement to allow for the Pecos League of
Professional Baseball to play in Garden City at Clint Lightner baseball field.
2. Do not approve the Ordinance and agreement.

Recommendation
Alternative 1.
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Fiscal Note

Revenue from the facility use agreement ($1,200) will go to the Recreation
Commission. There appears to be relatively no expense or revenue related to
accommodating the Pecos League of Professional Baseball, than would otherwise be
associated with increased use of the park (electric utilities).

ORDINANCE NO. -2015

AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING CONSUMPTION OF CEREAL MALT
BEVERAGE AND ALCOHOLIC LIQUOR ON PUBLIC PROPERTY
OWNED BY THE CITY OF GARDEN CITY, KANSAS, SPECIFICALLY
CLINT LIGHTNER FIELD IN FINNUP PARK; AMENDING CODE
SECTIONS 6-35 AND 6-133; REPEALING IN THEIR ENTIRETY
CURRENT CODE SECTIONS 6-35 AND 6-133; ALL TO THE CODE OF
ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF GARDEN CITY, KANSAS.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE CITY OF GARDEN CITY, KANSAS:

SECTION 1. Section 6-35 of the Code of Ordinances for the City of Garden City, Kansas, is hereby
amended, to read as follows:

Sec. 6-35. — Unlawful consumption or possession.

(@)

It shall be unlawful for any person to consume or possess any opened original container of, or
other container holding, cereal malt beverage upon any street, avenue, alley, sidewalk, public park,
public building, public facility, any designated place of public assembly, or any real property owned
by the city, Finney County or the state of Kansas, not licensed for on-premise consumption under
this article, unless such possession or consumption has been specifically authorized by action of
the governing body, or such possession or consumption has been specifically authorized by a
state, county, or city governing body owning a public building, facility or real property in or on which
such possession or consumption is intended.

The following public properties or facilities shall be exempt from the provisions of subsection (a):
Garden City Regional Airport restaurant, the motor vehicle raceway at Garden City Regional
Airport, Buffalo Dunes Golf Course, Lee Richardson Zoo, Clint Lightner Field in Finnup Park, and
property owned or leased by Garden City Community College. This subsection specifically
authorizes the possession or consumption of cereal malt beverage at Garden City Regional Airport
restaurant, the motor vehicle raceway at Garden City Regional Airport, Buffalo Dunes Golf Course,
and Clint Lightner Field in Finnup Park, in accordance with policies adopted by each facility. This
subsection further specifically authorizes the possession or consumption of cereal malt beverage
on property owned or leased by Garden City Community College, in accordance with the policies
of, and only in areas designated by, the Board of Trustees of Garden City Community College.
This subsection further specifically authorizes the possession or consumption of cereal malt
beverage at Lee Richardson Zoo, in accordance with policies adopted by Lee Richardson Zoo,
and only after authorization by the governing body for each event or activity seeking to have the
possession or consumption of cereal malt beverage at Lee Richardson Zoo.

SECTION 2. Section 6-133 of the Code of Ordinances for the City of Garden City, Kansas, is hereby
amended, to read as follows:

Sec. 6-133. — Consumption in public places.

(@)

It shall be unlawful for any person to consume or possess any opened original container of, or
other container holding, alcoholic liquor upon any street, avenue, alley, sidewalk, public park,
public building, public facility, any designated place of public assembly, or any real property owned
by the city, Finney County, or the state of Kansas, not licensed for on-premise consumption under



this article, unless such possession or consumption has been specifically authorized by action of
the governing body, or such possession or consumption has been specifically authorized by a
state, county, or city governing body owning a public building, facility or real property in or on which
such possession or consumption is intended; however, the prohibition set out in this section shall
not apply to persons who are upon or within their own private residential property or to the guests
of persons who are upon or within their own private residential property.

(b) The following public properties or facilities shall be exempt from the provisions of subsection (a)
and K.S.A. 41-719(c): Garden City Regional Airport restaurant, the motor vehicle raceway at the
Garden City Regional Airport, Lee Richardson Zoo, Buffalo Dunes Golf Course, Clint Lightner Field
in Finnup Park, and property owned or leased by Garden City Community College. This subsection
specifically authorizes the consumption of alcoholic liquor at Garden City Regional Airport
restaurant, the motor vehicle raceway at Garden City Regional Airport, Lee Richardson Zoo,
Buffalo Dunes Golf Course, and Clint Lightner Field in Finnup Park, in accordance with policies
adopted by each facility. This subsection further specifically authorizes the possession or
consumption of alcoholic liquor on property owned or leased by Garden City Community College,
in accordance with the policies of, and only in areas designated by, the Board of Trustees of
Garden City Community College, and as exempted from the provisions of K.S.A. 41-719(c) by the
Board of Trustees of Garden City Community College, pursuant to K.S.A. 41-719(h). This
subsection further specifically authorizes the possession or consumption of alcoholic liquor at Lee
Richardson Zoo or Buffalo Dunes Golf Course, in accordance with policies adopted by Lee
Richardson Zoo or Buffalo Dunes Golf Course, and only after authorization by the governing body
for each event or activity seeking to have the possession or consumption of alcoholic liquor at Lee
Richardson Zoo or Buffalo Dunes Golf Course.

SECTION 3. The Code of Ordinances for the City of Garden City, Kansas, Sections 6-35 and 6-133 as
previously existing, are hereby repealed, to be replaced as specified in this ordinance.

SECTION 4. This ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its publication in The Garden
City Telegram, the official city newspaper.

FACILITY USE AGREEMENT

THIS FACILITY USE AGREEMENT (Agreement), made and entered into this day of
, 2015, by and between CITY OF GARDEN CITY, KANSAS (CITY), GARDEN CITY
RECREATION COMMISSION (GCRC), and PECOS LEAGUE OF PROFESSIONAL BASEBALL
CLUBS LLC (PECOS LEAGUE).

RECITALS

WHEREAS, CITY owns Clint Lightner Field (Clint Lightner Field), a baseball facility, located in
Finnup Park, Garden City, Kansas; and

WHEREAS, GCRC programs use Clint Lightner Field and GCRC schedules use of Clint Lightner
Field; and

WHEREAS, PECOS LEAGUE intends to have a professional baseball team organized and
existing by and through the PECOS LEAGUE to play in Garden City, Kansas, for the 2015 baseball
season; and

WHEREAS, PECOS LEAGUE desires to use Clint Lightner Field for the 2015 baseball season.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the terms and conditions set forth herein, the parties
agree as follows:

1. PreMises. CITY does hereby grant use of Clint Lightner Field (Premises), as described in
Exhibit A, attached hereto and incorporated herein, to PECOS LEAGUE to use in conformity with this
Agreement. The Premises shall include the baseball field, grandstands, parking lot, concession area,
and restroom facilities.

2. TerMm. The term of this Agreement shall be for a period of one (1) year, from the 15th day of
January, 2015, to the 14th day of January, 2016. At the end of the original term of this Agreement, the
parties shall mutually determine if the Agreement should be extended for an additional one (1) year period.
If PECOS LEAGUE desires to extend the term of this Agreement for an additional one (1) year period, it
shall give written notice of intent to extend the term of the Agreement to CITY not less than ninety (90)
days prior to the end of the initial term. Notwithstanding a written notice of intent to extend the term,
should CITY determine that it is not in the best interest of CITY to extend the term, this Agreement shall
terminate on the date set forth in this paragraph.

3. FAcILITY USE CHARGE. PECOS LEAGUE shall pay to GCRC, the sum of One Thousand Two
Hundred Dollars ($1,200), on or before May 1, 2015, for use of the Premises. The payment shall be made
to GCRC at the address indicated in paragraph 25 of this Agreement.

4. SCHEDULING USE OF THE PREMISES. GCRC, through the GCRC Superintendent, shall have
authority and control to schedule use of the Premises. GCRC programs and the Unified School District
No. 457 (USD 457) boys’ baseball team use the Premises during the spring and summer of the year.
GCRC and USD 457 shall have priority over PECOS LEAGUE for use of the Premises, if rescheduling is
necessary due to weather. Rescheduling shall not result in the cancellation of a scheduled PECOS
LEAGUE game. PECOS LEAGUE shall meet with the GCRC Superintendent to develop a schedule for
use of the Premises.

5. MAINTENANCE. GCRC shall be responsible for maintenance of the grandstand, concession
areas, and restroom facilities of the Premises. In preparation for, and in conjunction with, the days
PECOS LEAGUE uses the baseball field for practice or league games, PECOS LEAGUE shall coordinate
with the GCRC Superintendent the following maintenance, care, and upkeep of the baseball field:

a) Support and assist with the irrigation and fertilization of all grassed areas;

b) Proper cutting and grooming of all grassed and other vegetated areas;

c) Care and maintenance of Astroturf and warning track areas;

d) Collection and disposal of all waste and debris from within the Premises;

e) The provision of all materials, equipment, and supplies necessary for the practice and play of
baseball; and

f) Compliance with the GCRC Daily Field Upkeep Schedule as set forth in Exhibit B, attached
hereto and incorporated herein.

PECOS LEAGUE shall be responsible for cleanup of the Premises after every use, so that the
Premises are in a condition that can be used by another program. PECOS LEAGUE shall provide all
labor, equipment, and materials necessary to maintain the baseball field, as directed by the GCRC
Superintendent. All maintenance and upkeep work shall be done with a level of care and expertise that
satisfies the standards established by the GCRC Superintendent.

6. WATER. CITY and/or GCRC shall provide all water necessary for irrigation of areas in the
Premises. PECOS LEAGUE shall not be responsible for the cost of water used. (The parties
acknowledge that appropriation of the cost of water use is anticipated to occur at the Premises in the
future, and any extension term of this Agreement will include payment of water costs by PECOS
LEAGUE.)

7. INSURANCE. CITY and/or GCRC shall provide property and casualty insurance coverage for
the Premises. PECOS LEAGUE shall carry commercial general liability insurance covering injury or death
to persons, as well as property damage or loss with limits of no less than $1,000,000 per occurrence and
$2,000,000 aggregate for its use of the Premises. PECOS LEAGUE shall name the CITY and GCRC as
additional insureds under any commercial general liability insurance policy, and PECOS LEAGUE shall
provide proof of coverage to CITY and GCRC.

8. INDEMNIFICATION. PECOS LEAGUE shall at all times indemnify, defend and hold CITY and
GCRC harmless from all loss, liability, costs, damages and expenses that may occur or be claimed with
respect to any person or persons, or property in or about the Premises resulting from any act done or
omission by or through PECOS LEAGUE, its agents, employees, invitees, or PECOS LEAGUE players,
in or at the Premises by reason of PECOS LEAGUE’s use or occupancy or resulting from PECOS
LEAGUE'’s possession of the Premises. PECOS LEAGUE shall not engage in any act or omission which
might abrogate any recreational use immunity which might be available to CITY and/or GCRC. PECOS
LEAGUE shall indemnify CITY and GCRC, and be responsible for any and all attorney fees and costs
required to be expended by CITY and/or GCRC to enforce this Agreement or defend against any claim
for injury or death to persons, or damage to or loss of property.

9. WORKERS' COMPENSATION INSURANCE. PECOS LEAGUE shall maintain workers’
compensation insurance for its employees and agents as required by Kansas law. PECOS LEAGUE
acknowledges and agrees that it, its agents or employees are not employees of CITY and/or GCRC.

10. ASSIGNMENT AND SUBLETTING. PECOS LEAGUE shall not assign, transfer or encumber this
Agreement and shall not sublease the Premises or any part thereof or allow any other person or entity to
be in possession. Notwithstanding any permitted assignment or subletting, PECOS LEAGUE shall at all
times remain directly, primarily and fully responsible and liable for compliance with all of its obligations
under the terms and provisions of this Agreement.

11. LEGAL REQUIREMENTS. PECOS LEAGUE shall comply with all laws, orders, ordinances and
other public requirements now or hereafter affecting the Premises, including but not limited to, laws
regulating sale, possession and consumption of alcoholic liquors and cereal malt beverages.

12. WAIVER OF SUBROGATION. As part of the consideration for this Agreement, PECOS LEAGUE
hereby releases CITY and GCRC from all liability for damage due to any act or neglect of PECOS
LEAGUE occasioned to property owned by PECOS LEAGUE which is or might be incident to or the result
of a fire or other casualty against loss for which PECOS LEAGUE is now carrying or hereafter may carry
insurance; provided, however, that the release herein contained shall not apply to any loss or damage
occasioned by intentional acts of CITY and/or GCRC, and PECOS LEAGUE further covenants that any
insurance it obtains on its properties shall contain an appropriate provision whereby the insurance
company, or companies, consent to the release of liability contained in this paragraph.

13. INCORPORATION OF FORM DA-146A. Incorporated into and made a part of this Agreement
shall be the terms, conditions, and requirements of the State of Kansas Department of Administration
Form DA-146a.

14. ALTERATIONS. PECOS LEAGUE shall have no authority to make any alterations to the
Premises, without the written consent of CITY.

15. SIGNAGE. CITY and GCRC grant to PECOS LEAGUE the authority to place signage at the
Premises to advertise league games or otherwise promote PECOS LEAGUE. No signs shall be placed
on the Premises by PECOS LEAGUE until reviewed and approved by CITY and/or GCRC.

16. UTiLITIES. PECOS LEAGUE shall not pay utility charges in connection with its use of the
Premises for gas, electricity, sewer, and solid waste. (The parties acknowledge that appropriation of the
cost of utilities is anticipated to occur at the Premises in the future, and any extension term of this
Agreement will include payment of utility costs by PECOS LEAGUE.)

17. MEcHANICS' LIENS. PECOS LEAGUE covenants to keep the Premises free of mechanics’
and materialmans’ liens and other liens of like nature that arise from any work to be done on or to the
Premises contracted by or on behalf of PECOS LEAGUE, and at all times fully to protect and indemnify,
hold harmless and defend CITY and GCRC against all liabilities and expenses arising out of or incurred
by reason of or on account of any such claim or lien. Should PECOS LEAGUE fail to fully discharge any
such lien or claim within thirty (30) days after receiving notice that a lien has been filed against the
Premises, CITY and/or GCRC may, at their option, and without waiving the right to consider PECOS
LEAGUE’s failure to discharge such lien a default under this Agreement, pay the same or any part thereof.

18. WAIVER. The rights and remedies of CITY and GCRC under this Agreement, as well as those
provided by law, shall be cumulative, and none shall be exclusive of any other rights or remedies. A
waiver by CITY and/or GCRC of any breach or default of PECOS LEAGUE shall not be deemed or
construed to be a continuing waiver of such breach or default nor as a waiver of or permission, expressed
or implied, for any subsequent breach or default.

19. SUCCESSORS. The provisions, covenants and conditions of this Agreement shall bind and
inure to the benefit of the legal representatives, successors, and assigns of each of the parties.

20. TERMINATION. This Agreement may be terminated by mutual agreement of the parties, or in
the event of a breach by one of the parties, after thirty (30) days’ written notice of a breach.

21. DAMAGE TO THE PREMISES. PECOS LEAGUE shall be responsible for any and all damage of
any kind to the Premises, caused by PECOS LEAGUE, its employees, agents, or any person using the
Premises for any reason associated with PECOS LEAGUE.

22. EXCLUSIVE RIGHTS OF PECOS LEAGUE. During the term of this Agreement, or any extension
thereof, PECOS LEAGUE shall have, subject to other provisions herein contained, the exclusive right to:

a) Sell, dispense, vend, market or otherwise distribute to the public all food, drink, and beer
concession items for all PECOS LEAGUE events at the Premises. PECOS LEAGUE shall
have the right to prohibit the bringing of any food or beverage into or onto the Premises by
any person during PECOS LEAGUE events. PECOS LEAGUE shall prohibit the bringing of
any alcoholic liquors or cereal malt beverages into the Premises, other than what is sold on
the Premises by the licensed vendor selected by PECOS LEAGUE.

b) Sell, dispense, vend, market or otherwise distribute souvenirs, programs, clothing, printed
matter, photographs and other items during all events during the term of this Agreement.

c) Sellall radio, television, and broadcast advertising of any kind whether transmitted by media
using radio frequency, hardwire (including data transmission) or any other medium of
broadcast or transmission of any kind or character, and advertising incident to promotional
events sponsored by PECOS LEAGUE at the Premises under the terms of this Agreement.

d) PECOS LEAGUE shall be permitted use of the identified parking areas adjacent to Clint
Lightner Field as more fully described in the diagram attached hereto as Exhibit A.

23. DEFAULT. This Agreement is made upon the express condition that if PECOS LEAGUE fails
to pay the facility use charge specified in paragraph 3 above, after the same shall become due and such
failure shall continue for a period of ten (10) days after written notice thereof from CITY to PECOS
LEAGUE, or if PECOS LEAGUE fails or neglects to perform or observe any of PECOS LEAGUE’s other
obligations hereunder and such failure and neglect shall continue for thirty (30) days after written notice
to PECOS LEAGUE from CITY, CITY at any time thereafter, by written notice to PECOS LEAGUE, may
lawfully declare the termination of this Agreement. CITY and/or GCRC shall have the right to remove, at
PECOS LEAGUE's expense, any of PECOS LEAGUE’s property left remaining in or upon the Premises.
In addition, PECOS LEAGUE shall remain and continue to be liable to CITY in a sum equal to all fixed
and additional facility use charges assessed for the balance of the term originally granted. CITY and
GCRC shall have the right to pursue all available remedies allowed by law, should PECOS LEAGUE be
in default.

24. FORCE MAJEURE. Any unforeseeable and unavoidable occurrence beyond the reasonable
control of a party that prevents a party from fully performing its obligations hereunder, including, without
limitation, acts of God, criminal acts, acts of war, explosions, epidemics, civil disturbances, labor problems,
loss or malfunctions of utilities, computer or communications services, or unforeseeable and unavoidable
actions by a governmental authority shall relieve the parties from compliance with this Agreement.

c) This Agreement shall be binding upon and inure to the benefit of the parties hereto, their
respective successors, personal representatives and permitted assigns.

d) This Agreement shall be construed in accordance with the laws of the State of Kansas.

e) The headings of the paragraphs of this Agreement are for convenience of reference only and
shall; not be considered a part of or affect the construction or interpretation of any provisions
of this Agreement.

f)  In the event any provision of this Agreement shall be invalid under applicable laws, such
invalid provision shall automatically be considered reformed and amended so as to conform
to all applicable legal requirements, or, if such invalidity cannot be cured by reformation or
amendment, the same shall be considered stricken and deleted, but in neither such event or
events shall the validity or the enforceability of the remaining valid portions hereof by affected
thereby.

RE: SWIMMING POOL RECIRCULATION PIPE REPLACEMENT

ISSUE

Staff has investigated excessive water use at the swimming pool, and requests
Governing Body authority to deviate from the standard procedures of the
Purchasing and Contracting Manual and negotiate replacement of portions of the
recirculation system prior to the 2015 pool season.

BACKGROUND

As noted in the January 9™ memo from Fred Jones, water use at the swimming
pool drastically increased in 2013 and 2014. Water Department staff engaged
contractor assistance to determine cause of the increase. During the last 10 days,
portions of the pool floor were removed to allow inspection of the filling pipelines;
cores were also removed to allow subsurface testing to a depth of 7 feet. Some
areas of 6+” settlement were discovered in addition to the previously identified
problems.

Subsequent discussions and analysis lead us to the recommendation to
completely remove and replace the fill piping under the pool floor, and some
ancillary work, before the pool opens in May. There are at least two phases to be
completed over the next 12 to 15 months as described below.

Phase 1:

Replace the existing piping under the pool floor and install new filler
nozzles in the 3 locations shown on the accompanying plan. Areas of
subgrade settlement will be filled with flowable fill or other slurry
compounds. The “estimated” cost of this work is $60,000 to $120,000.
While this is underway, we will also perform similar investigation on the fill
pipe located in the “step” around the perimeter of the pool floor.

Phase 2:

Option 1: Depending upon the investigation of perimeter fill line, prepare
plans and specification for a late summer bid for replacement of the
perimeter line and a joint sealing project on the pool floor. This option does
not address completion of the masterplan.

Option 2: Perform work from Option 1, and include further steps toward
completion of the Phase 5, the deep end, of the masterplan, excerpts
attached. This would provide the opportunity to upgrade the gutter/drain

system and allow more optimal operation of the filtration and disinfection
systems. The masterplan cost estimate for Phase 5 was $2.8 million. We
have made significant changes in the previous phases that have resulted in
much lower costs to date than estimated in the masterplan.

Normal purchasing procedures would require preparation of plans, specifications,
soliciting competitive bids and awarding a contract, a process that would take two
to four weeks, before even being able to order materials. This could cause a
situation where the work could not be completed by mid-May at the latest and
affect opening of the pool. In addition to this work, we must still allow for normal
pre-opening cleaning, maintenance and preparation, which takes 3 to 4 weeks.
Therefore, we request authority to negotiate the Phase 1 work as an emergency
procedure not in compliance with standard policy. The Purchasing & Contracting
Manual, 2011, does recognize emergency situations; however it does not
specifically state what procedure to follow.

2. Definitions
Emergency Purchases — refers to only those made for commodities or services to meet
unforeseen emergencies that would otherwise cause a loss to the City.

3.D. Emergency Purchases

Emergency Purchases which do not follow the normal purchasing policies for
commodities or services to meet unforeseen emergencies that would otherwise cause a
loss to the City require Department Head approval.

In this case, we recommend that the Governing Body authorize staff negotiate
with the contractor who has assisted with the investigative work. Staff and City
Counsel believe that this action taken in an open meeting fulfills the intent of the
purchasing policy in emergency situations.

ALTERNATIVES
1) The Governing Body may authorize staff to proceed with the Phase 1 pool
work prior to the 2015 pool opening, outside of normal purchasing
procedures.
2) The Governing Body may authorize staff to follow normal procedures with
all work at the pool to be completed in the 2015-16 offseason.

RECOMMENDATION
Staff recommends Alternative No. 1.

FISCAL

Funding is available from the 2015 Capital Improvements Fund, Facilities
Maintenance budget. The estimated cost will likely exceed $50,000, which is the
City Manager’s expenditure authority. Should the costs exceed $100,000.00, we
will advise the Governing Body.

During the 2014 swimming season it became apparent to me that water usage
at the Big Pool in Finnup Park was increasing drastically. | notified GCRC of
my observations in the middle of the summer and continued to monitor the
situation into the fall after the swimming season was over.

GCRC Superintendent, John Washington, advised me that he was also
concerned about the situation. In the last days of the season GCRC conducted
a test and found that with no water being added to the pool, the facility was
losing water on the order of 200,000 gallons per day. In order to trouble shoot

the Situation a pressure test of the Big Pool piping system was arranged by
GCRC to be performed by Tatro Plumbing.

The pressure test demonstrated that there were serious issues with the piping
in the pool. As pressure was introduced into the system, water trapped in the
pipes and below the surface of the pool floor began to surface through several
joints in the concrete pool floor.

| arranged meetings with the City Engineer and Dave Schwartz, an engineer
with Water's Edge Aquatic Design. Water’'s Edge has extensive experience
with the Big Pool and is the firm who developed the Big Pool master plan in
2002. The recommendation of Mr. Schwartz was to excavate small sections of
the piping in various locations to give a better picture of piping condition.

The excavation of the pipes was performed by Dick Construction on January 8"
and 9". The excavation has revealed that it is probable that many of the PVC
pipes that bring water into the floor of the pool are broken or disconnected from
the ductile iron main pipes that provide water supply. | have included some
pictures for your review.

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GARDEN CITY SWIMMING POOL HISTORY
The Garden City municipal pool is located in Finnup Park. Constructed in 1922,

the Garden City pool has an interesting background, including phased development. The
swimming and diving pool is very large, with over 64,000 square feet of water surface
area and holding nearly 2.5 million gallons of water.

Initially provided without a water treatment system, the pool was drained and
filled every two weeks from 4 dedicated water wells. Lifeguards were not used until
some time after 1928. The bathhouse was constructed in 1937 as a WPA (Worker’s
Progress Administration) project. Additional work provided in 1937 included a wading
pool, fencing, lighting, and a reduction in pool size due to addition of a scum gutter. The
original wading pool was adjacent to the main pool and was replaced in 2004 with a zero-
entry facility was built inside the big pool in the northeast corner. Two tall water slides
were used during the early years of the pool.

Improvements continued over the years. A pool water recirculation system was
installed in 1947. A new chlorination system was provided in 1949. During 1965 the pool
was connected to the City water system for faster filling and more reliable water quality.
The south end of the pool was renovated in 1977. Work included building a deeper diving
area, placing a six-inch layer of concrete over the south pool bottom, new gutters and
fencing around a portion of the pool. Repairs continued in 1979 with the addition of a
filtering system and a five-inch concrete liner over the pool bottom and sides. The
filtration and disinfection system was replaced during the winter of 2002-2003.

The pool was operated without an entrance fee until the Garden City Recreation
Commission assumed control in 2003. From elephant swimming to water skiing to ice

skating to bathtub races, the Garden City pool has a colorful history.

Phase 5 — Renovation and Enhancement

Additional enhancement includes three major items: diving area, competition swimming
area, and current channel.

The diving area must be deepened to provide safer diving clearances. A current channel
can be constructed between the diving area and the north end shallow area. The lap swimming
area will be maintained, but new walls will be provided to eliminate the sloped west wall and to
surround the lap area. This will allow swim meets to proceed while the main pool area remains
open to the public. This also creates a 25-yard lap pool area, for separation of leisure users from
exercise swimmers.

We also recommend that the south deck be enlarged to provide a grassed area. Removing
the fence, a few trees and the retaining wall will allow building a sloped earth fill to the south.
The existing park road will be removed as part of the zoo modifications. The south facing slope
will provide a good setting for pool patrons to sunbathe. The southwest corner of the deck
currently has bleachers, primarily for swim meets. We recommend expanding the deck along the
west side toward the north to allow additional bleachers to be installed.

The existing bathhouse will be converted to a concessions/storage facility. A concessions
eating area will be constructed on the east side of the bathhouse. The men’s area will be
converted to a storage area and will continue to house the new wading pool’s water treatment
system.

The project cost for this phase is $2,813,000.

Staff notes:

Phase 4 of the masterplan included construction of a new bathhouse, which has not been an
authorized improvement, therefore renovation of the existing bathhouse described in Phase 5
cannot be undertaken. This would lower the estimated cost by an undetermined amount, likely in
the $150,000 range.

Background

Task Order Number 1 was approved on May 6, 2014. It incorporates the design of Taxiway F, which
connects Taxiway C to the end of Runway 12. The Amendment 1 to Task Order Number 1 provides
design services for the construction of an additional 28" of concrete for the Aircraft Rescue and Fire
Fighting (ARFF) access road. ARFF personnel and the FAA Part 139 Inspector highly recommend the
widening of the access road from the current width of 14’ to 42°. The current width impairs ARFF
personnel’s ability to respond within the FAA required response time. The construction area is
highlighted on the exhibit in the accompanying information.

The City of Garden City entered into a Master Agreement for Professional Services with HNTB on
January 21, 2014 and authorized HNTB services for the projects. The FAA requires an independent
analysis of the proposed fee. Steve Cottrell, City Engineer conducted the analysis and finds the proposed
fee is reasonable for the project.

GC2014-71: Amendment regarding off-site sign height

Secretary Kentner reads staff report.

PJ Patel- Our main thing is that we’ve been getting complaints from customers who can’t find the hotel or they will use the Taco
Bell entrance to get to the hotel. We are hidden at the back and I’m asking for something eye level so people can see the sign so
they know where to turn. My sales manager has been here over two months and didn’t even know we had a sign out there.

OPEN PUBLIC COMMENT

Dave Jones- As a citizen, | agree with him. It’s too small and you can’t see it. However, a seven foot sign may pose some
hindrance in view. What would happen if the sign were on a post that you could see under? If it were up in the air, you could see
traffic under it.

CLOSE PUBLIC COMMENT

Secretary Kentner- You can see where the stop sign exists. There would be one car length in front of the sign at the stop sign.
This road is a private drive and is not a public road.

Member Weber- If that road was made public, would the Holiday Inn still be in compliance?

Secretary Kentner- Currently, that sign is a legal nonconforming sign. If it were ever damaged over 50%, they would have to
remove it.

Member Weber- 1t’s allowed to stay there because it was there before.

Secretary Kentner- Correct. Initially, the Holiday Inn sign was supposed to be the sign for the whole development. However, the
developer sold the sign rights to Holiday Inn. That would have been a lot better than having multiple signs out by the intersection.
There is a sign easement out by Kansas Ave and that’s where Mr. Patel has placed the sign with the banks permission. Sometimes
the developers will change their mind after developing the properties and then we have issues. | believe where this is sitting, the
engineer felt it was far enough back that it wouldn’t be in the vision triangle. However, | don’t disagree with Mr. Jones’ comment
about putting it in the air; it would allow you to see under it. The problem is that you would have to increase the height even more
than just the seven feet.

Member Laubach- Would that be a viable solution to have a pole sign?

PJ Patel- Yes sir. My goal is just to have visibility so people know where my business is.

Secretary Kentner- The only thing | would say is that his sign appears to line up with the banks sign. From the bypass, his sign
would be more visible but from the west, his sign would be hidden by the banks sign.

Member Laubach- If we amended it as submitted, how would this impact other things in the future? Could we not do a
conditional use and not have to change the regulations?

Secretary Kentner- Because of the State laws on signs, it makes it hard to issue CUP’s. There have been a lot of legal cases on
signs. One thing to remember is that not everyone can have these off-site directional signs. They are only for businesses that don’t
have direct access to a principal arterial and are located 500 feet from a principal arterial. It does meet those criteria. There aren’t
many places that we allow plats like this to happen any more so it wouldn’t have as big of an impact as you might think.

Member Howard- You said the Holiday Inn sign is supposed to have all the businesses on it?

Secretary Kentner- When the development came to the Planning Commission, that was the original plan.

Member Laubach- It wasn’t specified to the developer?

Secretary Kentner- It was. He submitted it that way.

Member Laubach- How did he have the right to sell the sign?

Secretary Kentner- The developer owned the easement. | think the lots weren’t selling and the Holiday Inn wanted the sign to
themselves so he made a little extra money and sold them the rights. It was turned over to legal counsel but the attorneys didn’t
see anything.

Member Gigot- Can we stop this in the future?

Secretary Kentner- Yes. When these things come up, you will know about them. A close example would be Schulman Crossing;
they put up a large sign that is meant to have all the businesses on it.

Member Weber- So the sign at Schulman Crossing conforms to the rules?

Secretary Kentner- Yes.

Member Weber- So would it be an option to let him use the existing size and put it on a pole?

Secretary Kentner- This regulation is fairly restrictive.

Member Weber- But it’s still a private drive. What if it becomes a public street?

Secretary Kentner- We don’t foresee it becoming a public street; they would have to completely tear it out and redo it because it
wasn’t done properly.

Member Laubach- If we approve it as submitted and the Commission doesn’t approve it, is it still an option to put the sign on a
pole?

Secretary Kentner- He could come back and ask for another amendment. Staff does feel that this is the best viable option.

Member Weber- He could do a pole sign now but it couldn’t exceed four feet.

Secretary Kentner- Correct.
