
E-waste is a popular, informal name for 

electronic products nearing the end of 

their “useful life” 

Used electronic products are the most 

rapidly growing problem in our waste 

stream due to their quantity and toxicity 

It is critical to reduce e-waste by only 

buying what you need, reuse electronics 

that still work, and finally recycle       

electronics at the end of their useful         

life cycle 

An average PC (not including  monitor) 

usually contains 40%  steel, 30-40%  

plastic, 10% aluminum and 10% other 

metals 

Most E-Waste items contain metals such 

as copper, gold, silver, and platinum 

which can be taken out and reused 

Hazardous materials in E-Waste include 

lead, barium, cadmium, and mercury.  

When not properly disposed of, the toxic 

materials will become harmful to the 

landfill and their employees 

E-Waste is 5% of the total landfill            

volume and it’s growing quickly
